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Abstract:
This study is conducted to explore the gender differences in attitudes towards internet and its use fields in their relations to academic achievement. A questionnaire of attitudes towards internet - as an instructional tool - has been administrated to a sample of 228 (112 males, 116 females), from UAE university students of different colleges. The questionnaire -in its final revision- includes 32 items. Results have revealed that both males and females have positive computer attitudes; there are not significant differences in internet attitudes and its usage frequency. These positive attitudes are higher in males and females, who use internet regularly. The rate of internet usage is higher in males than females. Females use internet more for academic activities and general knowledge than males, who use it more for entertainment. In females, there is positive correlation between grade point averages (GPA) and internet attitudes. But this correlation is negative in males. Additionally, there isn’t correlation in both males and females between internet attitudes and its usage frequency. 
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
