Open Forum: Open forum was dominated by planning for the upcoming lecture event (Democratization Movement in Indonesia) scheduled to take place on March 22nd 2001. The batik motif was thought as not standing out very well as a logo. Another logo that used the country’s seal was also thought as not very effective as it is a very important symbol used by government offices. Its use and presentation as merely a students’ organization symbol was thought to be unnecessary, and may elicit unwanted responses from Indonesian government officials. A new logo is still under consideration at this point. However, most of the discussion is focused on the funding, as this issue has been undetermined as of the end of this meeting.
