
ANNOUNCEMENT AND CALL FOR PAPERS

ISMOR is an annual conference held in the UK.  This year we are seeking papers on recent advances in all aspects of military operational research, both theoretical and practical.  However, we propose to focus especially on two themes:

Effects-Based Operations

Deciding which method to use
Papers on the first of these themes will be followed by parallel syndicate sessions and report-back to the plenary session. The second theme recognises the difficulty of deciding the best method of tackling a specific OR problem in view of the urgency of decision, the scope of the problem and the availability of data, personnel and resources. Papers discussing this problem, preferably based on practical experience, are invited.

POSTER SESSION
In order to broaden participation in ISMOR, particularly by analysts in the early years of their careers and to provide networking opportunities for delegates, there will be a poster session.  Posters will be displayed throughout the duration of the symposium so as to be accessible to delegates during coffee and meal breaks.  Also, there will be a special poster session during an extended coffee break on the Thursday and poster authors should make a special effort to be available for discussion during this period. Assistance in the production of posters can be provided to delegates from abroad.  Abstracts for poster submissions are therefore invited.

The symposium will again be held at Norton Manor, near Winchester.  Norton Manor is a 17th century country house, set in the Hampshire countryside, to which extensive conference facilities have been added.  We shall have exclusive use of the facilities, comprising the main conference room, dining room, syndicate rooms, bar and lounges.  All guest rooms are en-suite with telephone and have dual ports to accommodate laptops and offer the latest technology Internet access through the television as well as movies, games, alarm call services and express checkout.  There is a particularly fine indoor pool, Jacuzzi, sauna, fitness centre and treatment rooms.  Outside sports facilities include tennis and volleyball courts, football pitch, croquet on the lawn, jogging trails and mountain bikes.  There are several good golf courses nearby.  A number of double rooms are available.

ISMOR has always been self-financing and non-profit making and will remain so.  The cost this year will be £791.50 +Vat (£930), covering the symposium, accommodation and all meals including the Gala Dinner on the Thursday evening.

We are particularly pleased to be able to announce that Sir Donald Spiers has agreed to do us the honour of giving the Ronnie Shephard Memorial Address after the Gala Dinner. Sir Donald was both an OR scientist and a customer for OR during his career in the Ministry of Defence. He retired from MoD as Controller Aircraft and Head of Profession Defence Science and Engineering. He was President of the Royal Aeronautical Society 1995-96 and is currently a director of General Dynamics UK and of several other major companies.

The symposium will assemble in time for a welcoming drink at 1800hrs on Monday 29 August.  Departure will be after luncheon on Friday 2 September.


ISMOR is officially endorsed by the UK Ministry of Defence, sponsorship being exercised by the Director General (Scrutiny & Analysis), and is co-sponsored by the Defence Study Group of the Operational Research Society.
