The Torching of Ar-Rass

Observations: Summarization of the Latest Events in the Eyes of the Mujaahideen
· The magazine had come to a standstill for the past several months- which were filled with enormous events, and it is not possible for us to cover all of these events here at this moment, therefore, we will just cover the onslaught of Ar-Rass in this issue. And that we will cover the most important events and news which still has its effects on the fields.

· The soldiers of the Taaghoot raided one of the houses of the Mujaahideen in the Arabian Peninsula in the city of Ar-Rass on Sunday morning, 24/2/1426, and that was less than 24 hours after the arrival of the (now) martyred Commander, Sa’ood al-‘Utaybee - may Allaah have mercy upon him - to the house, and in his company were some of his Mujaahideen brethren.

· Detailed information about the eruption of the battle from trustworthy sources was not available to the Media Committee (of Tantheem al-Qaa’idah fee Bilaad al-Haramayn) at the time of the writing of this news, because of the martyrdom or the imprisonment of everybody who was in the house. But most likely, it is that the Mujaahideen had fired at the Special Emergency Forces until it was clear to them that they have cleansed the region around them from the impurity (of the soldiers of the Taaghoot), so that Shaykh Sa’ood al-‘Utaybee- may Allaah have mercy upon him – could leave the house with the first group being with him in his car under the cover of fire, and what is apparent is that they were killed by the fire of the snipers on the surrounding roofs.

· After that, the group which remained in the area, decided to stand steadfast against the enemies of Allaah and to fight until they attain Shahaadah (martyrdom) or Allaah grants them victory. They used several battle tactics, by which Allaah assisted them to continue resisting (the enemies) for three days in the face of the most brutal confrontation in the Arabian Peninsula ever since the beginning of the war between the Upholders of Tawheed, and the Upholders of Paganism.

· The Mujaahideen were able to disable the spotlights, which the soldiers of the Taaghoot use to expose the Mujaahideen and to the confuse them, by sniping it one by one according to the Saudi puppet newspapers, which made the situation complicated for the soldiers of the Taaghoot and changed their plans upside-down.

· The Mujaahideen did not centralize in one place during the battle, but they moved between houses despite the harsh siege, the continuous surveillance, and the snipers which were spread all over. They exerted their efforts to expand the area of the battlefield as much as they could, and to continue resisting for the longest period possible. And what is worth mentioning is that most of the pictures of the destruction and the burnt houses which were displayed in the media, were those houses which were near the vicinity, they were not pictures of the houses of the Mujaahideen, which was assaulted originally.

· The apostate forces could not storm into the house, even after several attempts, which forced them- and it should be remembered that they numbered in the thousands, versus 13 (Thirteen) men and a child - to ask for reinforcements from their brothers in apostasy, at which reinforcements came from the capital, Riyadh.

· After the soldiers of the Taaghoot could not destroy the Mujaahideen, they were forced to use many types of weapons- the Saloolee newspapers mentioned 25 (Twenty-Five) RPG rockets fired by only one of the soldiers of the Taaghoot, as it was seen in impounded- they displayed it as if it belonged to the Mujaahideen - hundreds of empty shells of 500mm machine guns, plus other uncounted ammunition used by the Army of Apostasy- and it appears, from the ruins of the houses, that the soldiers of the Taaghoot used other weapons which had never been used by them before.

· The battle caused the martyrdom of the Mujaahideen whose names were announced, and we will mention the Martyrs here by the Kunyahs they were known as among the Mujaahideen brothers, and they are:

1. ‘Abdul-Lateef (Sa’ood ibn Hamood al-‘Utaybee) 

2. Yaasir (Naayif ibn ‘Abdil-‘Azeez al-‘Awshin) 

3. ‘Eed (the government has not yet been able to announce his name so far) 

4. Aboo Saalih (Kareem ibn at-Tuhaamee al-Majjaatee) 

5. His son, Saalih (Aadam) 

6. Huzzaa’ (Fawwaaz ibn Mufadhee al-‘Unazee) 

7. ‘Alee al-Makkee (Maajid ibn Muhammad ibn Sa’eed al-Qahtaanee) 

8. Nawwaaf (Sa’d ibn Muhammad al-‘Uqayyil) 

9. Thaamir (Mut’ab al-Maqaatee al-‘Utaybee) 

10. Shaamil (Nawaaf ibn Naayif al-Haafee al-‘Utaybee) 

11. Aboo ‘Abdillaah Ahmad (‘Abdur-Rahmaan ibn ‘Abdillaah al-Jarboo’) 

12. Aboo Daawood Ismaa’eel (Waleed ibn Muhammad as-Sam’aanee) 

13. Aboo Ahmad (‘Abdus-Salaam ibn Sulaymaan al-Khudhayree) 

14. ‘Umar (Haanee ibn ‘Abdillaah al-Ju’aythan) 

15. Faalih (Faysal ibn Muhammad al-Baydhaanee al-Harbee)

And the following were imprisoned:

2. Aboo Mazoon (Saalih ibn ‘Abdil-‘Azeez al-Jum’ah)

The puppet Saloolee newspapers and other authentic sources in Ar-Rass hospital have admitted great numbers of wounded soldiers of the Taaghoot, and the most declarations were around 200 (Two Hundred), while the statement from the Interior Ministry insisted since the first day of the clashes that the number of the wounded did not exceed 15 (fifteen)- the numbers were increasing in the newspapers throughout the three days of the battle; but as for the numbers from the Interior Ministry, it did not change even until the last statement in which they announced the results. And maybe this exposes the desire of the soldiers of the Taaghoot to not reveal the casualties on their side, and their stupidity to not care about their credibility which was and still is in the lowest depths.

The government made up hundreds of lies against the Mujaahideen, starting from the information they announce with every martyr’s name, and many of these are wrong information, because of the blunders in the analysis of the information which they receive and deriving (intelligence) from it. And some of them are blatant lies on purpose- the government exploited the disconnection of the Media of the Mujaahideen during that time- as they have just followed the footsteps of the infidels of all eras, when they have accused the Mujaahideen in their Deen and their trustworthiness, and have claimed shamelessly and falsely that they were drug-addicts, and that they extinguished fires using the bodies of their brothers into it; and we doubt the sanity and faith of whosoever believed these crooked accusations. These lies will not increase the sane person, let alone the Believing Monotheist, except in clear-sightedness regarding the Tawaagheet, and their fabrications and corruption.

It has been repeated in some media outlets, that along with the Mujaahideen was a person with an amputated leg, and this is false news. The martyr, Haanee al-Ju’aythan- may Allaah have mercy upon him - was wounded in the clash at al-Fayhaa’, by a bullet in his head, which caused him to be unconscious for three days, and was treated in a clinic belonging to the Mujaahideen- then he recovered his health gradually- at the beginning he had a half-paralyze in the right-side of his body, then he recovered his speech and under the natural treatment he recovered his strength gradually, until he was capable of walking with a slight limp, without the resting on a stick, as for the handicap chair, he was not in need of it for a long period of time, and there was no handicap-chair in the house which was raided. We ask Allaah that He makes what happened to this martyr, in the scale of his righteous deeds, and to accept him amongst the Shuhadaa’. And indeed, this martyr, Haanee, was one of the heroes in the battles, one of the knights of the confrontations, one of those who terrorized the Taaghoot, and participated in several battles and blessed operations- as he was, as well, among those who used to stand throughout the nights (in night-prayers) and fast throughout the days; each moment of his was obedience to Allaah and worshipping of Him, and he was known for his love for reading the Hadeeth, for he used to not sit down, except with a Saheeh al-Bukhaaree or Saheeh Muslim with him, and he would not get tired of reading it day and night. His diligence was to combine the recitation of the Book of Allaah and going over its Tafseer, and to read the Hadeeth of al-Mustafaa- may Allaah send salutations and peace upon him - and to ponder and understand over its meanings. That is how we consider him, and we do not purify him above Allaah. And this time and place is too short to speak regarding the qualities and virtues of this martyr and his brethren – may Allaah accept them as Shuhadaa’.

The narrations of the media have varied regarding the killing of the Shaheed Aadam ibn Kareem al-Majjaatee, knowing that Kareem al-Majjaatee has two children, one being Aadam who was with him till the moment of his martyrdom and was almost 12 years old- and the other is Ilyaas who is imprisoned with his mother and it is believed that the Saudi government handed them over to Morocco after the killing of the Shaheed Kareem al-Majjaatee- may Allaah have mercy upon him; because the government was keeping them as prisoners as a leverage upon the Shaheed to surrender himself.

The martyred young boy, Aadam al-Majjaatee is a sign among the signs of Allaah - shaming the so-called men and those who sit behind from the obligation of Jihaad, for he was a great genius in military knowledge and in the memorization of the Book of Allaah - and he was unshakably courageous in the battles he immersed into, until he met Allaah as a martyr, solid and steadfast in the face of the most disbelieving Tawaagheet on the Earth, after his father was killed, thus losing a helper and supporter- but he was glorious and did not want to see the kuffaar get him… “May the eyes of the cowards never sleep…”
