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Getting    FREE     Web Space 

If you’ve made a Web page, you’ll want to put it online.  This means that anyone in the world with an Internet connection will be able to view it.

For a Web Page to be online, it needs to sit on a computer that is Always Switched On and Always Connected to the Internet.  Such a machine is known as a Server.

If you don’t own a Server you can rent some space on one for your Web Page.  Some companies even give this space away for free!

(Of course there’s a catch.  Advertisements will be placed on your Web Page)

How to Sign up for FREE Web Space

There are lots of companies that offer free web space.  They usually offer a full package including an email address.  One of the best known of these companies is Yahoo!  (Yahoo! is an excitable kind of company so it’s always spelled with an !)

· Go to uk.geocities.yahoo.com

· Select ‘Build your Web Site!’

· Carefully read the Terms and Conditions.  If you’re happy that you’re not signing your kidney away, select ‘I accept’

· Fill in the form carefully.  Pay special attention to the grey boxes.  The most important thing is your Yahoo! ID.  This will be your email address and the name of your home page.  You will probably not be able to use your own name because someone else will have taken it, so you’ll need to be creative in coming up with a good name.

· TAKE A NOTE OF YOUR PASSWORD & KEEP IT SECRET

· When Yahoo! is happy that it has all your details, it will ask you to choose the topic of your Web Page.

· Congratulations!  If everything has gone well, you’ll see a screen with your Yahoo! ID, your email address and your Web Page address.  TAKE A NOTE OF THESE DETAILS

You just got yourself some free Web Space and a new email address!  Next you’ll learn how to use Yahoo! File Manager to put your Web pages online.

Yahoo! GeoCities File Manager

When you first login, click on File Manager in the Advanced Toolbox section

Now click on Open File Manager.

This is what you’ll use to upload your files to the Internet.  Before you do anything, make sure you follow the following rules:

· Your filenames should not have spaces in them.  So if you have a filename with a space in it, rename it with an underline _ instead

· Your main page needs to be renamed index.htm.  This is the first page that people will see when they visit your site

The picture below shows the files that make up the itcentre2002 website.  Soon you’ll have your own collection of files like this as you upload them to the Internet.

First click on Browse... to select files, then click Upload Files.

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To add a file to your website, click on the Upload Files button.  The first file you upload should be your index.htm file.

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You’ll see this.  Click on one of the Browse buttons to locate the index.htm file on your disk or computer.  If you have more files, locate them using the other Browse buttons.  When you have selected all the files you wish to upload, click on the Upload Files button.   Well done- your files are now on the Internet!
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
