Lab #01: Data Dictionary 

This exercise will give you chance to get familiar with some of the data dictionary tables and views. 

The data dictionary tables/views used for this exercise are: 

dictionary, all_users, all_catalog, user_catalog, user_tables, all_tables etc.

1. Write a query to see the names of all data dictionary tables/views and find out their use.

(Hint : get the information from the table DICTIONARY)

a) Check the structure of the table DICTIONARY
b) Write down the total number of data dictionary tables/views.

c) Write down the total number of data dictionary tables/views starting with ALL​_
d) Write down the total number of data dictionary tables/views starting with USER​_
2.Write an appropriate query to find out all the users in the database.

(Hint : : get the information from the table ALL_USERS)

a) Write the total number of users.

b) Write down the total number of users starting with ‘F’

c) Can you find the users name SYS and SYSTEM on the list? 

3.  Write a query to list the contents of the table ALL_TABLES. Find the tables owned by:

a) User INSTRUCTOR
b) User SYSTEM
4. Create a table named ‘TempTable’ with the following SQL command:

create table temptable (ColA number(2), ColB varchar(2))

5. Create a view named ‘TempView’ with the following SQL command:

create view tempview as select ColA from temptable

6. Write separate queries to list all the:

a) tables

b) views

owned by you (i.e. for which you are the owner).  

(Hint : use the tables USER_TABLES, USER_VIEWS)

7. Write a query to list all the objects - tables, views, synonyms, sequences, procedures etc. owned by you (i.e. for which you are the owner). (Hint : use the table USER_OBJECTS)

8. Write a query to list all the objects- tables, views, synonyms, sequences, procedures etc. for the user INSTRUCTOR. (Hint : use the table ALL_OBJECTS)

9. Write a query to list the tablename and tablespace (in which the tables are present) for the user INSTRUCTOR.  (Hint : use the table ALL_TABLES, check the structure of the table first)

10. 
Write a query to see the system resource limits that you have been assigned.

 Also, write down the name of the name of the system resource variables.

 (Hint : use the table USER_RESOURCE_LIMITS)

11. Write an appropriate query to find out about your current user session.

     (Hint : use the table USER_USERS)

12. Write an appropriate query to find out about your “tablespace quota”.

      (Hint : use the table USER_TS_QUOTAS)
