In pairs, you have to give a presentation to the decision makers of a company to show that you are the best designers to help to design a website for your audience.

Background Information

A local firm wishes to create a website on the Internet to present an impressive and dynamic image and has invited program designers to present an example of a website that they have designed.  You are hopeful of being selected for the position.

The company is well-established and wishes to present a website that is user-friendly and professional.  It is interested to know the variety of options that are available in website design.

Assessment 

You should work with a partner to complete the following:

Prepare a presentation for the Board of the Company to introduce, explain the benefits of having a website, illustrate what options you could employ in website design by demonstrating a website.  You will be able to use the Computer Assisted Language Centre to conduct your presentation.

Criteria for Assessment

Content

· greet your audience

· give a clear framework of your presentation

· explain to the company the benefits to them of a website

· explain the image that you are trying to present in your website

· relate the website you are demonstrating to the audience

· demonstrate the options that you can offer the company in the design, including links and special features

· conclude positively

Language

· use spatial description when describing the screens

· use process orientated sentence structures to demonstrate how to navigate

· use simple non-technical English to explain

· employ the language techniques for effective presentations
Delivery

· project your voice so that your audience can hear you clearly

· vary the pace and tone to enhance meaning

· maintain eye contact with audience

· pause at the right place

· use appropriate body language
