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Oral Assessment 1:Presentation

Additional information

The following gives you answers to the questions that are frequently asked by students.

What is company image?

Company image is the visions, feelings, opinions and thoughts that the public associates with the products or services of a company.

The store “Price Rite” has an image of offering mass production furniture at low prices.  Customers won’t expect to find designers’ items.

How can I describe the image of a company?

You can use adjectives like:

Dynamic 

Impressive

Bright

Sharp

Positive

Healthy

You also have to use correct sentences to express the image of the company.

Can I use a website that is not written in English?

It’s not advisable to use a website that is not written in English.

Do I have to develop or create my own website?

It’s not necessary.  You can make use of an existing website.

What is the nature of the company?

There are no restrictions.  You decide the nature of the business.

What is the purpose of the company having a website?

This is a question you have to think about.  Nowadays business firms may want to have a website developed without any real reasons.  In the handout, it is written: “Having a website has become a fad for an organisation or an individual.  Very soon a company website will be seen as standard for all businesses.” 

Can you give me some guideline on the selection of website?

You have to think of 2 issues.

1
Audience

The best advice I can give is to select website that is appropriate to your audience.  It is important for you to relate the demonstration to your audience. 

2 Features

As you have to demonstrate the options that you are able to offer the company in web design, the website you show must have those features.

How many features of the website should I demonstrate?

There are no restrictions.  However, you are only giving a ten-minute presentation.  You must have good time management.  Therefore, you need to decide how much information will be appropriate.

How long is the presentation?

You are given only ten minutes if you are working in pairs.  There will be 3 members in one group for classes with odd number students.  A group with three members will be given 15 minutes.  A stop watch will be used.  Once the time is up, you must stop the presentation.

What should I wear?

You must look professional.   It’s not appropriate to be too casual.

What skills should I demonstrate?

You should demonstrate both language skills and presentation skills.

Remember:

Not to read from notes or handout.

Not to talk to the screen.

What visual aids should I prepare?

You must have PowerPoint slides showing:

The structure of your presentation

The key issues of your presentation

It’d be better to set a link to the website you’re going to make use of to illustrate the features that you could provide for your audience
