The group which is mostly made up of Ja​maicans had not planned to come to Trelawny, but working on request from one of their mem​bers, Rosemarie Dunn who used to live in Salt Marsh, the group decided to offer the help to the residents. Mrs. Dunn, who is a registered nurse, noted that she was pleased to give back to the community from which her husband hails. She along with her step daughter Juliet, who is also a nurse, comes each year and provides the care that they give to patients in the States to community members around Jamaica but this is their first time coming to Trelawny and Salt
