2. The Amazon is one of the world's great rainforests. The Amazon river runs 3,000 miles from the Andes to the sea, and is longer than any river but the Nile. The vast Amazon basin covers more than two and a half million square miles, more than any other rainforest. The Amazon spreads across much of South America, Colombia, Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia, Brazil and Venezuela all have Amazonian regions. Although I have heard a lot about how much contributions Amazon rain forest are making for Earth’s ecosystem, I have not taken its destruction seriously. So, when I read the articles on web pages and got to know its huge impact on our environment, I was amazed by that and also was shameful of my ignorance. According to what I read, the Brazilian Amazon contains about a third of the Earth's remaining tropical forest and a very high portion of its biological diversity. One hectare (2.47 acres) of Amazonian moist forest contains more plant species than all of Europe. A single pond in Brazil can sustain a greater variety of fish than are found in all of Europe's rivers; A twenty-five acre plot of rainforest in Borneo may contain over seven hundred species of trees - a number equal to the total tree diversity of North America; A single rainforest reserve in Peru is home to more species of birds than the entire United States; One single tree in Peru was found to harbor forty-three different species of ants - a total that approximates the entire ant species in the British Isles. Considering these roles of rain forests, the prediction that rain forest in Brazil could be wiped out entirely within 40 to 50 years is more threatening than any other social problems.

3. The Endangered Species Recovery Council (ESRC)
  <two endangered species>

①The Upe or Nukuhiva Pigeon is a large, iridescent member of the dove family that currently occurs on the island of Nukuhiva in the Marquesas Islands of French Polynesia. Formerly more widespread, the magnificent species has been reduced in population size over many years by hunting, habitat destruction, and predation by feral cats and rats. In 1993, ESRC President and Associate member Timothy Burr went to Nukuhiva with Tahitian biologist Albert Varnet on an expedition sponsored by the Zoological Society of San Diego to survey the island and estimate the remaining population numbers. The bird occupies extremely hostile terrain, but within their month-long census the team estimates that between 150-300 of these birds remain. Without steps to remedy the causes of their decline, the species could become extinct within a generation. 
 ②The Black Robin
At one time, the Chatham Islands Black Robin was the most endangered bird species on earth. Due to predation and habitat destruction, the remaining five individuals - with only one breeding pair - were restricted to a tiny islet in the Chatham Islands off the east coast of New Zealand. In 1980 the situation was desperate. Only a heroic and costly effort would prevent this small bird from vanishing forever. Don Merton (an ESRC Charter Member) of the New Zealand Wildlife Service planned and led a remarkable project to save the species. Using a variety of novel and untested techniques, Merton's team succeeded and the Black Robin's future now looks secure with several hundred individuals. More importantly, this gratifying recovery demonstrated to the world that with perseverance and ingenuity, even species teetering on the brink of extinction can likely be saved. The story of the Black Robin is an inspiration to all who care about saving endangered species.

* Unsweetened or Baking chocolate is simply cooled, hardened chocolate liquor. It is used primarily as an ingredient in recipes, or as a garnish.

* Semi-sweet chocolate is also used primarily in recipes. It has extra cocoa butter and sugar added. Sweet cooking chocolate is basically the same, with more sugar for taste.

* Milk chocolate is chocolate liquor with extra cocoa butter, sugar, milk and vanilla added. This is the most popular form for chocolate. It is primarily an eating chocolate.
Cocoa is chocolate liquor with much of the cocoa butter removed, creating a fine powder. It can pick up moisture and odors from other products, so you should keep cocoa in a cool, dry place, tightly covered. There are several kinds of cocoa:
~ Low-fat cocoa has the most fat removed. It typically has less than ten percent cocoa butter remaining.
~ Medium-fat cocoa has anywhere from ten to twenty-two percent
cocoa butter in it.
~ Drinking or Breakfast cocoa has over twenty-two percent left in it. This is the cocoa used in chocolate milk powders like Nestle's Quik.
~ Dutch process cocoa is cocoa which has been specially processed to neutralize the natural acids in the chocolate. It is slightly darker and has a much different taste than regular cocoa.

* White chocolate is somewhat of a misnomer. In the United States, in order to be legally called 'chocolate' a product must contain cocoa solids. White chocolate does not contain these solids, which leaves it a smooth ivory or beige color. Real white chocolate is primarily cocoa butter, sugar, milk and vanilla. There are some products on the market that call themselves white chocolate, but are made with vegetable oils instead of cocoa butter. Check the label to avoid these cheap imitations. White chocolate is the most fragile form of chocolate; pay close attention to it while heating or melting it.

* Decorator's chocolate or confectioner's chocolate isn't really chocolate at all, but a sort of chocolate flavored candy used for things such as covering strawberries. It was created to melt easily and harden quickly, but it isn't chocolate. If you want quick and easy, use decorator's chocolate. If you want the real thing, use real chocolate and patience.

Anthropologists study all those things that make us human: material possessions, customs, migratory patterns and religion, to name a few. Anthropologists tend to specialize, because the human world is so diverse and complex. Physical anthropologists study genetics and anatomy to learn about human evolution, looking at things like heredity, environment and links among humans, apes and other primates. Linguistic anthropologists are concerned with the study of language. They want to see how languages develop, change and impact on human societies. Social and cultural anthropologists live amongst different cultural communities to study and compare the group with other groups. They observe, but do not influence, the study group's class structures, health practices, nutrition and population changes. Their research can take them everywhere. From desert landscapes to upper class Japanese neighborhoods, from small native villages in Brazilian rainforests to inner-city slums in the United States, anthropologists can find information and research material wherever there are people, or wherever people have passed through. Most anthropologists also work as applied anthropologists. That means they try to solve problems in our current societies by using information they got through their field of research. They can help governments as they work on health or immigrant-related issues, they can advise industries about the impact their products or pollution may have on future generations. They apply their knowledge to urban planning, social service initiatives and to anti-globalization studies. Anthropologists don't only help the societies they come from. Many help the people they meet and learn from to develop irrigation and farming projects, secure medicine and drinking water, and build schools and energy stations. They use the knowledge the people have to help them create these things for themselves, in exchange for information about cultural life and traditions. By further encouraging traditional medicine by building a clinic, for example, the anthropologist has helped the people, as well as learned even more about traditional medical practices amongst those people. Anthropologists are crucial to our society's development. They remind us about the impact we can have on not only ourselves, but those in other countries, and the future generations around the world.

The blank was usually filled in with whatever there was a shortage of or whatever was being rationed at the time. The Oxford English Dictionary states that Chad's origin is obscure, but that British Cartoonist George Edward Chatterton may have created it. Though the James J Kilroy story seems to be the most likely point of origin for the 'Kilroy was here' legend, there is possible evidence of occurrences of the Kilroy logo much earlier than World War II.

Though Chad was popular in England, just as Kilroy was in the US military, still nobody (other than James J Kilroy) has stepped forward to claim him as their own invention, even though there were 26 men named Kilroy in the military during WW2. There was also a Canadian version known as Clem and in the late 1960s there was a version in Los Angeles, California that went by the name of Overby. Perhaps the theory of Kilroy being an unknown super soldier wasn't so far off after all...
