1. Do you use the Net for other classes? If so, which are they? Describe the course and how you used the Net for whatever assignment or project. Be specific. 

I am taking Advanced English Ⅲ this semester. One of the requirements of this class is writing a research paper. For this project, each group should search information related to their topics with various ways such as library research, Internet research, survey, interview, etc. Of all those research methods, Internet surfing probably will be the most commonly used method in doing research because of its accessibility and convenience. It is true of my team. The research question of my group is what the services that credit card companies provide for women are and which service is considered the most satisfactory and what kind of credit card can be developed to meet the needs of women, especially female college students best. For the first step of research, my team members tried to find news articles or statistic data regarding credit card targeting women and moved around home pages of major credit card companies. 
2. How helpful was the Net? Was it more useful than if you had used conventional means, e.g., finding books and periodicals in the library? 

As I mentioned earlier, we mainly used Internet to find information related our topic. By doing this, we can collect useful and updated information about the trend of credit cards for female customers and can get a basic knowledge to design survey questions. Before surfing the Internet, we looked for books, theses, periodicals in the library, but it was very hard to get a diverse updated articles. Most articles we found were published long ago, not reflecting current use of credit cards and they dealt with contents we did not need such as history of credit cards or economic effects of credit cards. In the other hand, Internet searching was very useful for our team in that we can access the latest news such as the fact that Hyundai Card released a new card named “Fox Card” for women customers or the data which compared services of each credit card for women.

3. Would it help if core classes in your major, or general education classes at Ewha were online? 
As far as I know, currently some courses at Ewha such as Education and Computer and Mass Media and Society are online space called Ewha Cyber Campus. I have not taken any cyber lectures at Ewha so far, but through previewing some sample courses, I could get the picture of what they are like. The advantages of online classes are that we are free from limitations of time and space. We can listen to the lectures at home conveniently at any time without going to school and much more students can access the contents of classes simultaneously, regardless of the size of classroom. In addition, if the number of online classes increases, our tuition considerably will be cut down. Also, students can interact with their teachers more easily by uploading assignments or asking questions. However, I do not think that it is a good idea that we wholly rely on cyber lectures. Despite some merits of online classes, they are behind teaching in class in terms of learning efficiency in that teachers are not able to give a direct feedback to students and not able to monitor whether students concentrate on the class or not. It is also easy for students to get distracted compared to attending the class. Therefore, I think that if core classes in each major or general education classes at Ewha were online, it would be definitely helpful considering all aspects I mentioned above, but it should be utilized as a supporting system of conventional class to get the most of educational effects, not as the only medium to access the lectures. 

4. Would you like to see other English or other language courses online? If so, what would they be? 

I have taken many English Courses at Ewha, but Internet English is the only one that makes me interact with teachers and other classmates on the cyber space. As for me, looking back on the time when I was a freshman, English Ⅰand Ⅱ was the most boring class. That was not only because they were required courses that are essential to get credits but because they mainly dealt with outdated and conventional topics such as smoking, euthanasia, and death sentence. If they had been online classes, it could have brought up more interesting recent topics and given more diverse contents which were useful to learn English such as how to write a good essay, today’s expression, Movie news, etc. Also, Screen English would one of English courses that I would like to see online. Last semester, I took the course and enjoyed a lot and it made me have eyes to appreciate movies. If it is online, we can exchange various opinions or updated news about released movies each one has seen, even if they are not the movies we cover in class. Also, we can upload the script of movies and useful expressions with brief comments to learn more even outside class.
