The story of three Boses!

Sir Jagdish Chandra Bose really invented radio in 1895 and not Marconi (Ref: IEEE Dec 1997, Quote “The first successful wireless signalling experiment by Marconi on Salisbury Plain in England was not until May 1897. The 1895 public demonstration by Bose in Calcutta predates all these experiments.”); Prof. S.N.Bose (a student of Prof J.C.Bose) invented the primary statistics followed by fundamental particles and came to be known as the author of Bose Einstein Statistics and predicted Bose Einstein condensate; and Amar G Bose of modern times whose amplification system is the basis for modern 3 D audio reproduction.

The first, Prof J.C.Bose as you have pointed out, in spite of epoch making inventions never had a patent; The second in spite of not patenting his invention has stood the test of time and lead to somebody else getting Nobel Prize for proving his theory experimentally after 70 years (predicted in 1924 and created in 1995) and the third Amar G Bose basking in the sunshine of money pouring through his innovations and has the name "Bose" itself registered (hopefully in does not include “Bose Einstein” condensate!).

Is it a story of changing of times, or attitudes or commercialization of inventions?
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
