Tsunami safety evaluation of NPPs

Due to various reasons such as lack of proper retrievable documentation, many findings and innovations in our program slips into oblivion. One such case came to light in the form an anecdote narrated Dr. P K Iyengar recently. He recounted how some thoughtful safety precaution suggested while setting up the facilities at the Kalpakkam site have resulted in mitigation of effects of natural catastrophies. The safety precautions against tidal waves for our coastal power stations suggested by late Dr.A K Ganguly on the basis of his studies on effect of tidal waves on coaster Nuclear Power stations resulted in mitigation of damages to the installations in Kalpakkam when Tsunami recently struck the west coast of India. He had suggested and insisted that the key components near the coast be installed on high pedestals which prevented damage to critical components of the installations.  The foresight of the earlier leaders of the atomic energy program often gets lost in the horizon of time!
