What is the difference between a "Web page" and an "HTML page"?
Web page: A page that is linked to another page. It has graphics, text and interactive elements such as input forms, sound and video. Visitors can accessed this page and view it. It is interpreted by web browsers by using HTML languages.

HTML: A page that contains commands written according to the specific tags. It follows the Hypertext Markup Language format. The commands will be interpreted as a web page in the web browsers.

Do you need to be connected to the Internet constantly while you create HTML pages?  Explain your answer.
No. We don’t need to be connected to the Internet constantly while creating HTML pages because Internet is used only when we want to upload the pages. To create HTML pages, we just need programs like Microsoft FrontPage, Microsoft Word or notepad.

Define the terms Internet, Web page, and World Wide Web.
Internet: Known as a worldwide collection of computers connected to each other by a network. An agreed upon common language called protocol links the networks to each other. The Internet begins in the 1960’s where a large-scale computer network was designed to allow scientists and research institutions accessing information in remote locations. 

Web page: a file in HTML format available for retrieval by a web browser in a world wide server. Web pages differ from other documents such that they are created only to be interpreted by web browsers like Microsoft Internet Explorer and Netscape Navigator. Web pages may contain input forms, sounds and video other than text and graphics.
World Wide Web: A method for accessing and storing documents on the Internet. It began in the early 90’s. The acronym is www and also simply known as web. It can display a variety of graphics, sound and videos.

Class A Subnets

Eg:10.1.2.11, IP address for the main IIUM email server.
The first dotted decimal (10) determine the organization, which in this case IIUM. The last three dotted decimals (1, 2, 11) specify a computer in that organization.
Class B Subnets

Eg: 20.6.84.12

The first two dotted decimal digits (20,6) Determine the subnet while the last two dotted decimal digits (84,12) specify a computer in that subnet.

Class C Subnets
Eg: 28.1.88.17

The first three fields of this IP address (28,1,88) are specified and the last field can vary; these subnet provide 256 IP addresses.
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
