dTA Morning Call & Briefing BASICS 101
Our members come from the entire range of traders ... from seasoned professional fund managers and floor traders to brokers to novice traders and those looking to trade the S&P futures for the first time. In this document, we clarify the numbers and terms often used in the Briefing to help you understand it better. 
What are we talking about?
Our name says it all. Day Traders Action. The primary objective of the Briefing is to help traders get on the right side of the market to make a certain number of points during the day's session.
What it doesn't say is what trading vehicle we are talking about. Mohan has been trading the S&P 500 Index Futures for many, many years and that is the sole focus of the Briefing - to make directional calls on the S&P 500 Futures for the day's session. All the numbers, trade setups and other discussions deal with only S&P Futures contracts traded at Chicago Mercantile Exchange (CME). We do not talk about S&P Cash Index, OEX Options or anything else, when talking about trading.
What is S&P 500 Index Futures?

Equity traders entering the Futures market may wish to research excellent information available from CME and many Futures brokers on the specifics of the contract, risk/rewards, leverage benefits and capital required to trade the contract.
CME offers two sizes of the contract: the standard S&P 500 Index Futures contract and the S&P 500 E-mini contract. The standard contract is what the institutions and commercials trade and majority of the trades are done using "open outcry" auction system in the pits of the Chicago Mercantile. This contract known variously as the Big S&P, the Big Car, SPoos etc., sets the tone of the market and most of the dTA analysis is based on this contract.
For actual trading, dTA's numbers focus on the E-mini contract. The E-mini is more affordable to retail traders, being 1/5 th the size of the big Car, with lower daytrading margin requirements. This contract is traded electronically on the CME Globex system, resulting in high volume action, with volatility spikes beyond the range set by the big S&P for short periods. But generally the price action tends to follow that of the big S&P contract.
S&P 500 Index Futures contracts expire each quarter on the third Friday of March, June, September and December. Contracts with several expirations are traded simultaneously. dTA focusses only on the leading month contract, which is the most actively traded.

Ticker symbols are made up by combining the base symbol ES, the contract month and contract year. Month codes are: H=March; M=June; U=September; Z=December. Therefore the ticker for March 03 contract is: ESH03
The symbol for the big car is: SP and is built up the same way e.g. SPH03
Trading round the clock...

Except for Friday evening through to Sunday evening, the E-mini trades pretty much round the clock. dTA's daytrading methodology is based on volume and price action of the pit trading session, also known as Regular Trading Hours (RTH) starting from 8:30 am CT to 3:15 pm CT for 405 minutes of nonstop fast action. Therefore the Morning Call & Briefing concerns itself only with the RTH trading session. Being hardworking blue collar workers, we punch the clock at 3:15 PM, pocket our paycheck and head home to relax and be with the family and friends. There is more to life than the markets.

What is the 'point'?

Equity traders can get quite confused by varied interpretation of "points". According to CME contract specification, one point is 1/100th or 0.01 of an index point. Using this definition, the E-mini moves in 25 point ticks. To avoid the confusion of index points Vs contract points, the term "handle" is used to describe one index point and the index price levels.
Therefore if S&P 500 Index Future moves from 950 to 955, it is said to have moved from 950 handle to 955 handle for a move of 5 handles (index points) or 500 contract points.
dTA Numbers

Morning Call provides some key numbers for plotting the session's road map. For computing the various dTA proprietary indicators, only the numbers of the big contract are used. Moving averages, the previous day session numbers and the Market Profile Value Area numbers are all based on the price action of the big S&P 500 Index Futures contract. 
The Buy and Sell pivots are rounded to the E-mini tick size, since most traders use the E-mini as the trading vehicle.
Index numbers discussed as part of the High Five are the Dow Industrial Average and the Nasdaq Composite Index. These are the cash indices universally available and quoted as broad market averages. 
What's a Pit Bull doing in dTA?

The Pit Bull Moving Average is the name given by Mohan to this important number in honor of Marty Schwartz, the legendary S&P trader. In his book, "Pit Bull", Schwartz describes how he used this average and also describes how he computed the average. His calculation is based on 10 Day Exponential Moving Average. During his trading career, Mohan has found that the Simple Moving Average does an admirable job and is watched closely by the floor and insiders. The name "Pit Bull" is to honor Mr. Schwartz; the method of computation is 10 Day Simple Moving Average. Add the last 10 days of settlement price of the big S&P Futures and divide by 10.

LSS is not an abbreviation for that L word with "O" taken out.

LSS is a daytrading method, originally developed by a 1950's grain trader, George Douglas Taylor, who identified a 3 day cycle and known during his time as the "Book Method". This was further refined by George Angell and published as the "LSS" method, which stands for "Long, Sell, Short sell). Mohan's long term observation and study of this method has resulted in his ability to decode the cycle and is an important part of the analysis and directional call.

Master yourself; master your methodology

Trading the S&P 500 Index Futures is serious work. You are pitting your wits against the most seasoned and well funded professionals. Mohan and the Morning Call teach you to think like the floor traders and the market insiders. The dTA motto is: Neither a bull nor a bear be. But take 8 to 10 handles from the bulls and bears by being on the right side more often.
Mastering a methodology takes time, practice, repetition and persistence. dTA's methods can add significantly to your performance and to your existing methodology. The Briefing educates you on tape reading skills, relies more on price action and Mohan's insight on the actions of the movers and shakers of the market, rather than a plethora of indicators. (In the long run, macro economic and fundamental factors influence price levels. In the short run, however, markets are moved (rigged) to preplanned agenda).
Invest in a good trading environment and tool set as in real time chart and quote services such as eSignal, LocalKnowledge, TradeStation etc.; a fast execution platform and above all, a good broker with not only low round-turn commissions, but fast live broker access for problem resolution. Many online brokers offer simulated trading, which is an ideal way to master the dTA methodology without any risk factor.

"they" signifies insiders/riggers/movers who really control the short term gyrations. "EM" is not a ticker symbol. It is a conversational abbreviation: 'EM meaning THEM.

HOW TO APPLY THE DTA Morning Call & Briefing TO YOUR DAILY TRADE SELECTION .

 Welcome to dayTradersACTion.  Here is a brief introduction to our Morning Call & Briefing for helping you apply it to your own work and trade selection. This unique eNewsletter is sent to you by email early in the morning each trading day so that you can use it to plan your strategies for the day well before the market opens.  (Actually it is mailed out by midnight US Pacific time).
 

Let's discuss right now the 8 sections of the dTA Morning Call  & Briefing  so you can really get a feel of what I am trying to accomplish each day in sending these messages to you.



Section 1: Morning Market Call



First we have the  Morning Market Call. This is our exact, crystal clear, Unhedged call for the day .  We always date the Call under the subject line of your email so you know  what day its meant for.  Each issue is also dated along with an issue number. You can then keep an archive of them and really study how it all fits together.  The purpose of the dTA Morning Call & Briefing is not only to make an exact call on the market  but to give you numbers, set-ups , pivot reversal or continuation areas, and above all education. All in one morning newsletter.

 

Before I go on let me just talk bottom line with you.  I don't know how long you have been trading the S&P500 but I come from a period of over a decade of trading  the S&P's and watching each tick every day.  I can honestly say I haven't missed many days of watching the S&P500 ticks  other than those short trips I've taken over the years to the exotic islands around Thailand or in the Virgin Islands where there were no communication facilities for me to access the market.  A lot of the computer services and the developments for laptops, etc. are very recent developments (like say in the last 5 years or so).  I have never in my over 10 years of trading the S&P500 seen a service like the one I am providing to you. Even if such a service were available (no one that I know has had the system or the guts to confidently make exact morning calls each day like we do at dTA) it would have cost you an arm and a leg.  At the minimum, hundreds of dollars a month in subscription fees.  I would have given anything to have a service like this then.


Section 2: Previous Session Recap


The next section is the recap of the previous day's call and market action.  This is vitally important and I suggest you read it carefully because trading the S&P500 is an ongoing, high intensity, professional CHESS game or if you prefer, FOOTBALL game. You need to know all or most of the moves of the opposing team and how they reacted to the moves that were made the previous day.  It is so vital to your success because the market leaves valuable clues that can be used in the next day's action.   In this section we will painstakingly review whether our call was right, partially right, or flat ass out wrong and why, what happened and in most cases how you could have easily spotted which side of the market you would have wanted to be on by using the High Five.  

 

Now, you have to remember, our service is running steadily over the last year at about 80% accuracy in our Morning Call.  We are making these calls the night before without any help from Globex trades (or very little) and without any news or economic reports having come out.  But you must realize that 80% means out of 10 Calls, 2 are going to be wrong.  The recap section will alert you as to how you could have seen the call we gave being negated and the education of using the High Five  either not to go in the Call trade direction or to Reverse the Move!  So please be sure to read the Recap of the previous day's action everyday.  Don't try to wing this S&P500 trading business....or you'll be holding your head in your hands crying.  We care about you and want you to take our work seriously and that means learning what the hell is going on in these markets before committing to more than one or two contracts in a trade.  Remember, there is no hurry to lose big bucks.  Educate, learn, practice (on paper ), develop skills, experiment, take small positions when confident, learn more, and practice more skill development....and did I forget do the dayTradersACTion Magic 7 Internal and External Traders' affirmations. See the links below at the end of this publication.

 



Section 3: Day's Call Action Commentary


Next section is today's Call Action commentary. This is where we really get into the rock and roll action of today's market .  We have our call and we are going to explain 

· why we expect this to happen, 

· where the numbers are to watch for on both sides, 

· what the setups are, and most important 

· What to do if the High Five or other elements are in conflict with the call.  

We will try to give you every important ingredient for getting on the right side of the market today here.  Remember, don't focus on the money, just focus on getting on the right side of the market and the money will take care of itself.

 



Section 4: Value Area


The next section is about the Value area which is a very important part of trading the S&P500.  It is part of a method of watching and trading the market similar to Candle sticks method or Bar charts.  At daytradersACTion, we give the Value area range everyday on our site so you can use it to bracket off the market and use the value area to determine if the underlying momentum of the hour or half hour is bullish or bearish.  The value area is also a great measure of what the whole day will look like.  Combining the value area and the High Five is a killer combination for getting and keeping on the right side of the market. But, you must learn how to synthesize this and all  other indicators given to you on the dTA Morning Market Call & Briefing.  
 

Here's how to use the Value area.  Keep it simple.  

 

If the S&P500 is trading above the top number of the Value Area, this is generally bullish.
 

If the S&P500 is trading below the bottom number of the Value area, this is generally bearish.
 

If the market is trading above the value area and "dips" into the value area and HOLDS there for 3-5 Minutes it will usually, but not always of course, retrace 75% of the value area depending on what side it dipped in from.  e.g..  If the market was above the Value area number and dipped into the Value area and held there for around 3 minutes or more than the market has a high probability of going down to 75% of the range of the value area.

 

The opposite is true if it comes from below.  
 

Here are some examples:
 

Let us say that the Value area for our example is at  1111.50 to 1119.25

 

S&P500 is trading at 1122.25 and the High Five is Neutral to Bearish.  The TRIN has just gone from being around 0.85 and now it's 1.15,  VIX was down -50 and now its Up +80, MER was Up $1.50 during the first hour of trading and now ol' MER is down $ 0.80.  This was a Bullish /Neutral market that is going sour.
 

(Remember this is an example).  If the S&P500 now drops down to the Value area price of 1119.25 and holds under that number for 3 to 5 minutes, there is a very high probability for it to trade down to  1113.50.  Why 1113.50? Here is the math.

Range of Value Area    : 1119.25 - 1111.50 which is: 7.75

75% of the Range        : 7.75 x 0.74 which is: 5.80 rounded to 5.75 handles

Downside Target          : 1119.25 - 5.75, giving us 1113.50
 

Now that you are becoming an expert mathematician with all these calculations, you have to realize, of course, that none of these movements are in any way guaranteed and that futures trading is risky and that only risk capital should be used.  Compliance language is not only important and ethical in talking about futures markets, it is necessary to help everyone who is new to futures to understand how especially volatile the markets can be.

 

If the High Five get bearish at this point in the example, the futures could go down to the bottom of the Value Area of 1111.50  and find support temporarily or stop there a minute and blow right through the number to the downside.  If the tape turns neutral again or even moves back to the bullish side with the TRIN improving and moving down to say the 0.75-0.80 area, then we could see the market retrace all the way back to the top of the value area again.

 

Beginners or relatively new traders right now (I can hear your thoughts ) are saying " But Mohan, how do we know which way it will act at those numbers".  No offense, but that is why you are beginners and we (the guys kind of chuckling at this question...you know who you are) are old timers.  Because there is no way of entirely knowing how the market will react here.  This question is begging for a "perfect, risk free system". There just aren't any.  

 

I will say this for the 1008th time and will repeat it for the rest of my trading career. 
 

Professional S&P500 Futures trading is about Skill Development, Experience, Patience, Getting stopped out a lot, Deciding if you will learn from the losses or just get mad and more experience!
 

After you are with our service for a while and you've seen these set-ups occur over and over...you will eventually, if you are smart, develop your own way of trading and dealing with these set-ups that will ideally make S&P500 points for you and allow you to accumulate them.
 

You have to trust me ..  The stuff I'm showing you on our Morning Call works.  The dayTradersACTion Morning Call & Briefing is not a trading system per se, but a Daily Briefing that allows you to read the market in a unique way, develop your skills and ideally develop your own way of trading those skills to make a living.


Section 5: Buy Pivot


The next section is the Buy Pivot. These are floor trader numbers calculated in a certain way to give you important Support areas.  The way we work with this important number is not so cut and dry like the old days when it was first developed. We have honed years of knowledge and skill into learning how to use these numbers correctly.  What you will notice daily is our + or - 4.25 Stop on the Pivot.  The 4.25 stop is not an actual stop on an automatic trade that you are supposed to make every day at these numbers.  We use these pivots as guidelines as to market bullishness or bearishness.  The 4.25 stop is an additional number above or below the pivot to determine if the pivot is validated or rejected. 

 

Have you got that? In other words, if we are calling for a Bullish Day on Drops in the market, as an example and the market opens at 1111.50 and the Buy Pivot is at 1103.00.  The Dow drops a hundred Bucks and you will see this 1103 number show up most likely.  What does the rest of the high Five look like?  Is the NAZ getting creamed down -50 or more? What does the TRIN say?  Is the TRIN +1.30?  Where is MER?  Down -2.50?  Forget it.  This pivot is most likely not going to hold.  Will the stop at -4.25 hold? How the hell should I know unless I'm there in real time ? Hey, put on a trade to buy at 1099.25 and see what happens!
 

If it blows through the 1098.75 (1103.00-4.25), then the Long position has a problem.  So get out. Big deal. Welcome to the wonderful world of S&P500 trading.

 

But what if it holds, smokes back to 1103.00 Buy pivot and never even touches that price again, as the High Five recover to Bullish and they rally the market +10 Handles.  This is exactly the kind of action we see all the time and we are here to help you be part of it.

 



Section 6: Sell Pivot


The next section is the Sell Pivot.  

 

Same as the Buy Pivot, only in reverse.  You have to be able to take any scenario and simply reverse the idea based on the direction of the High Five, the numbers trading in relation to the Sell/Buy Pivots and the Value Area.
 



Section 7: The 10-day Moving Average


In the article I wrote for Bridge Trader which is posted on our dayTradersACTion.com Web site, I wrote a little about this important indicator.  It's really very simple and powerful.  It is simply the last 10 Days closing price of the S&P500 big contract divided by 10.  Ok, Ok, for those of you getting technical on me, Marty Schwartz (in the book "Pit Bull") uses a slightly more complicated figure using an exponential moving average and all. But after over 5 years of working with this number, I find that the simple moving average is awesome in its application.   All that matters in this business is something that works to make you money!  We give this number daily in our Morning Call and we also tell you how to use it.
 

Here is a brief synopsis.  Keep in mind that, like everything in the markets, it is dynamic, ever changing and subject to complete rule change at every second.  Therefore you should immediately sign up for a 5 year, prepaid subscription to the dayTradersACTion Morning Call & Briefing.  And if you are not laughing right now, please get out of the futures business because you have to have a sense of humor to survive in these treacherous waters.  Hey, it's still not a bad idea though.

 

Ok,  If you see the S&P500 numbers starting to approach the 10 Day MA within 10-15 handles, you need to start preparing yourself for what I call a "crossover" . I start marking in Red pen all over certain sections of my Homework where I calculate and hand record the 10 Day MA each day....CROSSOVER ALERT!.  That tells me that the market is getting ready to either bump into the "Pit Bull" (our affectionate name for the indicator named after Motty and all his wisdom) ....it's either going to hit a thick wall of resistance here, or blow through it to the Opposite Side starting a whole new mini trend.  You just have to watch the High Five carefully everyday and have a subscription to the dTA Morning Call & Briefing.  Together we will catch these "crossovers" on the Right side of the Market or be smart enough to "Fade them" and go the other way, when it hits the number and a Thick wall of resistance.



Section 8: Pro Trader Action 


The concluding section is  Pro Trader Action. This is a recap of what we talked about, some conditional changes to look for to fade our call, if necessary, some confirming recapped reasons why we are making our call along with some good old fashioned encouragement, affirmations and sign offs.  We feel at this point we have put our blood, sweat and tears into coming up with what will work for today's trading action putting our ego and reputation on the line by giving you an unhedged, genuine call on the market and the reasons why you should try to get on that side of the market along with the possible numbers where you could make the best trade.  



Here  is what you should be looking for each day, no matter what system you use or how you end up interpreting the dayTradersACTion Morning Call & Briefing. 
· What side of the market do  I want to be on according to the dTA Morning Call & Briefing? 

· Has a rally or drop occurred on the opposite side of that direction in order for me to look for a price to nail the trade? 

· What is the number or area that I want to nail on this contrary move that I am expecting the market to turn at  AND can I place a reasonable stop there that is relatively painless ? 

· Depending on the condition of the High Five and using Mohan's numbers he mentions on the site, I have lots of hints as to where to nail the trade at. 

· Do the affirmations, develop a system that fits your personality, style, emotions and risk tolerance and GO FOR IT.
