Like John I am on eBay, and because the only way to have new team kits is to do it yourself, I started painting my own teams, and decided to sell some on eBay.  Some of the people on eBay go for painting lot’s of teams, and while these look good, I decided to paint just 1 to 3 per week on average, and add players names, numbers and the Club badge on every team I paint, unless the person who buy’s the team states otherwise.  The final touch is to put a thin coat of matt varnish to make sure the kit will last longer if you play with the team.

For specially commissioned ordered teams I use brand new unpainted lightweight figures, and original Subbuteo bases, and sometime use the 2004 figures produced by Stefan Cordoa.  For the regular teams I paint, I totally strip used players, make sure they are not damaged, and repaint them to the desired kit.  Either way the end effect is still the same quality, so no matter what team you get from me you, the end result is a top quality team.

I can paint pretty most any team as long as I have a picture of the front and back of the kit, and will paint specially commissioned teams, as long as I am given some time to research the team so that I can get the kit as accurate as possible.  This makes them good to either play with, or just for display.
