The Groton Public Library serves 5,843 community members.

The library has seen a steady increase in library visitors over the past year. Many visitors come just to use the computers.
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 Circulation of all materials continues to increase. Video’s, DVD’s, and other non-book materials are even more popular than last year.
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The library has 25,413 items available for borrowing, excluding electronic resources. 43,287 items were circulated in 2000, up 3000 from last year. If those 43,287 items were purchased at $25 each, the cost would equal $1,082,175.00. This figure does not include the cost of four computers, internet connection and software, also available to you.
