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EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

Chemical – In the event of a chemical emergency in which authorities order a mandatory evacuation, the Parent will be called and required to pick up their child from Daycare. In the event that the Parent cannot be called to pick up their child, the Provider will continue to provide childcare at the shelter provided by the authorities. The 
Provider will attempt to contact parents to inform them of the situation and the location of the Provider and the child for earliest pick up opportunity.

Fire – The Provider will attempt to extinguish the fire using the mandated fire extinguisher. In the event that the fire cannot be controlled using this method, an evacuation will be conducted. An evacuation plan is posted on the Provider's bulletin board. Children will be gathered and taken to the appropriate emergency exit. When 
all children have been accounted for, the Provider will assist children out of the emergency exit. The children and Provider will meet at a predetermined location removed from the danger. Emergency officials will be contacted. 

Fire Drills are conducted monthly to ensure children know the proper procedures in the event of a real fire. 
In the event of a real fire, Daycare will be closed until home repairs can be made. Payment is not required during this time.

Hurricanes / Tropical Storms – Daycare will be closed when weather officials predict hurricane or tropical storm weather in the Provider's geographical area. 

Medical – If your child should need emergency medical treatment, 911 will be called and an ambulance will transport your child to the hospital. The Provider will call the Parent and advise them of the nature of the emergency and which hospital their child has been taken to. Your child may not be admitted back to Daycare without medical authorization. 

Tornado – If a tornado warning is issued in the Provider's geographical area, the Provider will use vigilance to look and listen for the tornado. If the tornado should pass over the Provider's home, the children and the Provider will be huddled in an interior room. If possible, a mattress will be placed over the children to protect them from flying debris. After the tornado, Daycare will be closed for home repairs. Payment is not required during this time.
