XIX. Holy Spirit works in the heart to convince the sinner of his defection from God.

XIX. Holy Spirit works in the heart to reveal the inadequacy of personal goodness and the superiority of Christ’s righteousness.

XIX. Holy Spirit works in the heart to urge a response in light of certain and imminent judgement of sin and sinners.

XIX. Grace is continuing and efficacious

XIX. The on going work in the heart of the believer is an expression of His gracious character.

XIX. Eternal life and freedom from condemnation are given to those who believe in Jesus Christ.

XIX. The work of God that brings everlasting life is faith in Christ.

XIX. The resurrection is guaranteed to those who believe in Christ.

XIX. The Spirit is given to those who believe in Christ.

XIX. Faith in Christ is synonymous with faith in God.

XIX. Romans (1:15-17; 3:20-31; 4:1-5:2,19-21; 6:22-23: 7:1-4; 8:1-2)

XIX. God’s power is manifested through the preaching of the Gospel.

XIX. Faith is the appropriate response to the preaching of the Gospel.

XIX. Faith is the only condition on which the offer of the gospel is appropriated.

XIX. Faith is characteristic of the entire Christian experience.

XIX. In response to the faith in the finished work of Christ, God applies Christ’s righteousness to the believer.

XIX. No contribution of works or righteousness is acceptable.

XIX. The believer’s pursuit of righteous conduct is an expression of faith in Christ’s emancipating work.

XIX. Reliance on the Spirit of God to produce conformity is likewise an expression of faith.

XIX. Specific considerations in debated passages.

XIX. In John

XIX. 6:37,44-45 – they are a simple statement of the necessity of the Spirit’s drawing.

XIX. 10:24-30, 37-39 – faith is the condition that makes hearers into sheep.

XIX. 12:39-41 – the cause is not the prophecy but the willful blindness. (“could not” carries the force of “would not”)

XIX. In Romans

XIX. 9:10-16 – 

XIX. One of the reasons this passage is misunderstood is the failure to interpret it from a Jewish perspective.

– This is an opportunity for God to illustrate the Jewish rejection of God to pass on to the Gentiles.

XIX. Under consideration is not the theology of salvation but rather the impact of that teaching on the covenants with Israel.

XIX. What follows in Romans 9 is an explanation of God’s desire to save Gentiles as well as Jews and using Jewish rejection as an occasion to do so.

XIX. 11:5-6

XIX. By God’s grace many Jews came to Christ.

XIX. The point here is not that some are elect and some are not but that some have availed themselves of grace and others are pursuing self-righteousness.

XIX. Instead of teaching unconditional election for a specific group this passage makes it plain that God treats all men without preference.

XIX. Contemporary Views and Church History

XIX. Paradigm of the sovereignty of God

XIX. Sovereignty dominates the system of Calvinism, but not the Scriptures.

XIX. The heavenly Father does demonstrate His sovereignty.

XIX. Accept the legitimacy of free moral agency.

XIX. The debate over definition

XXII. Progressive dispensationalism – inconsistently literal; seeking to harmonize dispensationalism with covenant theology.

XXII. Preterism – most eschatological predictions have already occurred.
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
