1. Monarchianism:  attempted to preserve monotheism

a. Dynamic (Adoptionism)—Jesus was a man who was indwelt by the Christ-spirit

b. Modalism—One God with 3 modes of expression

i. The Father was in the womb of Mary

ii. The Father was on the cross

c. Denials:

i. Dynamic denies deity

ii. Modalism denies humanity

d. John uses with to oppose the modalistic error

2. Trinity

a. 3 persons so closely bound by fellowship and love that they are one

b. With emphasizes that closeness

c. Perichoresis—interpenetration so much that they think each other’s thoughts and will the same will

d. Eternal life equals fellowship with God; Christ is eternal life because He is in eternal fellowship with the Father

e. We are actually drawn and invited into the very fellowship that makes God one
