Excursus on the problem of: “…Because I did it unbelief”
1. In the Bible, salvation can be looked at from two angles: God’s and ours. When viewed from His, we see Him as the Architect of it all. Behind all the workings is God. God the Father had a plan and the Son agreed to carry it out, He did not have to do it, nothing made Him do it; and the Spirit agreed to apply to us the work that was done by Christ. Further, everyone is in the same spiritual state. We are all lost, all under sin. But, then we can also look at it from man’s perspective. When this is done, we see that the gospel has to be preached. Then the people have to choose to believe the gospel in order to be saved. With that in place, it is suggested that from the human perspective, there is a difference. There appear differing states of hardness and rejection. For example, in Matt. 12 Jesus is describing the state of the nation of Israel. He makes it evident that the nation of Israel had rejected the many, in fact every, form of witness and testimony that Christ was in deed the Messiah. After each witness was received, the people chose instead to harden their hearts. Eventually they reached a place of complete hardness and now every witness had been rejected. This was the unpardonable sin. This makes it clear to us that there are people even today that have been rejecting the witnesses—the gospel…Jesus Christ—and are hardening their hearts. Some unbelievers are more hard than others. Some, humanly speaking, have passed beyond salvation, having hardened their hearts fully.
