The views of “Savior of all men especially of those that believe” 
1. The Views

a. Universalism view – all will be saved. 
b. Providential view. The term “Savior” should be understood in the sense of preserver. So God is the preserver of all men through his providence. Through his special providence, the believer is preserved even more.

c. Potential/Actual view. Potentially he is the Savior of all men, but is not active until they believe on him. 
d. Temporal/Eternal view.  God brings temporal benefits to all men, but that he brings more blessing to the saved throughout eternity. 

i. This seems to fit better with what he just said. The believer profits in this life through laying hold of eternal life. But the believer profits or is blessed even more in the life to come. 

ii. Also is hinged on “the living God”—God will continue to exist throughout eternity.
