· Materials List

You must submit two copies of your typed proposal.  You must receive approval before you begin your experiment.  Remember that you will also use this topic for your Language Arts paper, so make sure that you are interested in it!

Final Research Paper (200 pts.)

As you are planning your project, keep in mind your final goals.  Great science fair projects require clearly presented data.  As you design your project, think about what the final outcome might look like.

· State of problem/purpose

· Hypothesis

· Materials list

· Procedures

· Data display (at least one line graph created on the computer)

· Visual aids (i.e., pictures, examples)

· Data Analysis

· Conclusion

· Further research

Science Fair Project: 2006-2007

The Project Proposal

· Select something that YOU are interested in!

· Plan PLENTY of TIME.  It always takes longer than anticipated.  Leave time for unforeseen problems. 

· The experiment and experimental procedure are crucial.  (Making a model or conducting a survey are not sufficient alone.)

· Try to narrow your project to a focused question.

· Formulate a scientific hypothesis.  This will state what you are varying and the anticipated effect.

· Choose a catchy title.

· List needed materials and check for their availability.

· Briefly describe how you will do the experiment.  (In other words, you will need to submit a preliminary procedure.)

Your proposal must include:

· Name, Class, and Project Title

· Clearly Stated Hypothesis

· Materials List

· Description of Procedures
