Online Poetry: submit 3-5 poems, short bio in the body of your e-mail, no attachments unless previously discussed. URL’s are also considered. Your piece will be considered for exposure in ATLinkswithPoetry and ATLinkswithPoets online and for possible consideration into “Poets Spotlight” which is promoted by e-mail at random. For online submissions, Please do not submit poems in your e-mail attachment unless we have discussed this previously.  However, go ahead and send your poems in the body of the e-mail along with your bio.  *We do not request photos via post unless previously discussed. Usually cut and paste with your permission from off sites or via e-mail is quite sufficient.

Note: Bios, photos or extra web page openings for a poet are not necessarily published; this is left entirely up to the Editor.
