Lesson 5: Don’t ever ask me more
*Viewing of chapters 20-30

What’s on for today and why: The scenes that we will be watching today say a lot about the characteristics of the characters, therefore, students will watch these chapters in their entirety today with a minimal amount of pausing to discuss what is happening and what it means for the story. Though, they will be asked to pay attention to the characters and how they react to certain news, and how they handle it. Students should be continually filling out their character development sheet and 


Students will be required to discuss certain aspects of these chapters prior to class ending.

What to do:     1.   Decisions, decisions

  Stop film after Ethan tells Brad and Martin that he found and buried Lucy. Ask students, why wait to tell them? How does this affect Brads Decision? —They should not answer these, but keep them in mind



Stop film after Ethan’s comment “She’s safe, for awhile.” For about 30 seconds students should mull over this and what the under running meaning is. 



2. Follow up



After viewing these scenes students will be asked to consider the 

following questions.

· What makes a family?

· Is it what Ethan believes? Martin?

· Why is Martin afraid of finding Debbie? What scenes up to this point have shown us that if Ethan finds Debbie it may not have a positive outcome?

· What does Charlie represent?

· How does Martins relationship with Look affect the remainder of the story?

· Ethan selfishly massacres more Buffalo than he or Martin can eat. What was the purpose? Can similarities be drawn between Ethan and the Comanches because of this?

3. Homework

Students will consider these questions for homework and post some of their ideas on the class site. They will also be responding to at least 3 of their classmate’s ideas.

How did it go?
The assessment for this lesson will be based upon their comments 

on the class site as well as their comments on their peers ideas. It   will also have been effective based on the high level of thinking comments they make after the chapters are over.
