Lesson 6: Casualties

*Viewing of chapters 30-39

What’s on for today and why: Today we will be looking at the discovery of Debbie and the socialization of those who are abducted by Indians. Students will need to look at the family structure, and the way in which Indians are portrayed and thought of on a personal level.

What to do:  1. Casualties




When Martin and Ethan go to see if one of the white girls is 




Debbie, Ethan comments that these girls aren’t white “they’re 

Comanche” students will discuss what he means by this and what 

causes him to say what he does.



2. Students Decision



We have been watching this movie long enough to realize that




certain aspects of it take precedent over others, therefore, students 




will now (for this class only) deciding when and where to stop and




discuss certain scenes and / or quotes from characters that they 




believe have some great significance to the story as a whole. 




As a back up the following scenes should be looked at, and 

         


students should be led to them, if they do not mention them.

· 125:00:00-127:00:00-Debbies announcement that these are “her people”

· Chapter 31- “They ain’t white, anymore.  They’re Comanche

· Chapter 37—When Ethan decides to leave everything to Martin because he has no blood kin 

      Martin: “Debbie’s your blood kin.”

      Ethan: “Not anymore she’s not.”


3. Homework



Students should be advised that they have enough information to 

consider how they would end this movie or after viewing the last 

scene how they would have the characters end up. For homework they will be expected to write up a proposal for the last scene. This proposal should include which characters are involved, what has happened to these characters, and how the characters interact with each other. They will have 1 week following the viewing of this movie to present their final film treatment to the class.

How did it go?


This was a successful lesson if students had a developed, well versed 

conversation regarding a variety of scene selections in which they drew 

from previous scenes to make a valid point regarding their thoughts.
