Lesson 8 &9

*to take place 1 week after viewing of film

What’s on for today and why:  Today students will be pitching their final film treatment to the class. If the students have truly thought about the plight of the characters and the way in which they behave prior to this moment it will show. 


Because this will be a nerve racking experience for some because of the decision to either change the films ending or write a lost scene the teacher should give students 5 minutes to get together, discuss who is going to say what and allow them to decide for themselves who will be the first group to go. 


If there are more than 5 pitching teams them this will most likely take 1-½ days to complete. Students and teachers alike should be accepting and accommodating to those who are pitching ideas.

What to do:  1. Have volunteers come up one by one

· Have the students announce what their project is

· Who is in the film at this point

· Explaining why they chose to go a certain way

2. After the end

After each group goes allow time for students and teachers to comment on decisions made, have things clarified, and simple to say goo job to their peers / students/

How did it go:  If students when asked to defend their decisions did so with passion and conviction then the lesson has been a success. Students should come away from this unit, appreciating the western, appreciating the work that goes into making one, and want to look deeper into all aspects of it.
