· She was born in Ireland.  She lived in a small village south of Dublin, which was primarily protestant, but somehow her Catholic family kept its land.

· She lived in New York in track housing and came to Arizona because her family saw flyers saying there was work here.  

· Her parents were still married, then that they separated and finally that they moved back to Ireland.

· She said her parents and grandparents were born in Ireland

· She was born a twin.  Her sister’s name was Amy Lynn.

· She had three brothers: one of whom was wounded in Iraq

· Her parents rented two, two bedroom apartments side by side for her family to live in

· Her actual brother and sister were her cousins

· She had her AA degree in Psychology

· She was valedictorian at her High School

· She lied about being evicted from two apartments

· She said the first one was because her parents did not pay

· She lied about the second notice from her Mesa apartment

· The reason she was fired from Bank of America (She said it was because she made a mistake on one phone call and that the manager assisting her was going to be suspended for a week as well.)

· She was going to use my credit card to fix her Ford Focus

· She told me again and again, that she did not buy a new car.  She sent me several text messages of the same nature.

· She made up stories about her Ford Focus, which she sent me as a text message

· She lied about going out to bars and drinking

· She lied about whom she was staying with when she first left

· About getting into a relationship after moving out.

· About her web logs on her “myspace” page.  She told me they were private, that no one could see them.  

· She was a manager at Chase
