Would you say that you know all about this restraining order?

Do you have a volatile personality?

How many times have you called representative of Bank of America and Bank One and yelled and cursed at them and made threats?

Did you also yell at two different Wal-Mart clerks when your tire was not replaced in the time frame that you wanted?

You claim that I have been to your apartment several times.  How many times can you say, without a doubt, that I have been to your apartment?

Isn’t it true that on November 29 you e-mailed me that you had not been spending a lot of time at your apartment?  

 

How do you know I have been there?

You also claim that I quote hacked into your e-mail, but didn’t you actually give me the password?

I have a handwritten note from you giving it to me.  

You claim that I sent e-mails out, but did I send any e-mail messages?

Isn’t it true that the only thing I did was post a web log letting your friends know the truth about how you are trying to scam me?

[If need be, go over web log post.]

Didn’t you, however, try to hack into my account on the Chase website?  

An attempt was made so many times that Chase required me to change my password.  Who else would have a motive to do that?

You claim that you have been afraid of me since November 5, and yet I have e-mail as of December 7 that shows and amicable relationship.  Wouldn’t you agree that, in light of that e-mail, your claim is a lie?

You also claim that I have been threatening to “do things” to you.  But isn’t it true that the only threat I ever made was to sue you for the money you owe me?

Whenever we were in heated arguments, and I knew I was close to my boiling point, did I ALWAYS try to leave and cool down?

Did I even at times run away and hide to get away from the arguments?

Did you ALWAYS try to keep me there?

Isn’t it true that the only times I laid a hand on you out of frustration, I grabbed your forearm and either moved you out of the way of the door so I could leave or took you out of my apartment so that the arguing would stop?

Isn't it true that you along with members of your family told me that the Farleys comitted perjury in your custody hearing?
