Dear Lennis and family

So glad to get your letter and that ever one were as well as they were. ????? Tillman ??? been sick of course I know that he isn’t well.

I am so glad your mother can stay at home for there isn’t any thing and place like home.

Yes Lennis Sunday and Monday were beautiful days. We could of enjoyed them better if ever thing had not been like it were. We were so thankful for a lovely day as Sunday were but Floyds wife Clarrie called J M Sat night. Said Floyd were in Texarkana in the Cottonbelt Hospital had a heart attack Tuesday. So J M Margie Verda I drove over there Sunday got there a round 1130. Floyd had a nother attack before we got there We got to see him just a few minutes. J M called Monday night also last night. He was resting pritty good. Herman went over Monday staid over untill yesterday hope he got home save and altogeather.

You know we have had some awful weather since Monday night. How is it down there. Snow is 5 or 6 inches and ever thing is frozen. Some of our water lines are frozed. We have water in our bath room.

You spoak of Reggie. Where is he stationed. I wrote your mother Monday and toled her about Floyd.

Verda and I are feeling fine the last 3 months for the first time we have felt good since last year. We would like to go visit your mother but you know people at our age hafto stay put in the winter months.

Lennis you asked about our aunts names. Aunt Sarah were the oldest. ? don’t the next. Aunt Sarah married a Sled first time. Seckon time married Uncle John Coston. Aunt Hulda married Uncle George Coston. Aunt Matt Eliot’s mother married Uncle Jeff Coston. Uncle Louis Tommas married Aunt Annie. She passed a way. He married Aunt Roan nother one of the girls. Aunt Mellie married Uncle Jess Aullbriton.

Our father’s name were John Green (this was their grandfather’s name, their father’s name was John Thomas). He had a brother name Zack. He past a way when he were in his teens. I don’t the age. Uncle Wile were a nother brother. P S Aunt Marry married Uncle Bill Harrall. Uncle Wile married Mollie Kenley first time. She passed a way I don’t know what year. Then in Nov 24 1907 he married Selma Bowen Aunt Mollies nice. He died April 25 1928. He were 73.

We hope when you get your vacation you all can come by and visit with us. Will be glad to see you. We will be looking for you all. Verda has got to letters hear laitly from Uncle Wiley sons wife wanting to know all about us. They live in Miss.

Verda said she would like to know Lyller Eliots sister address if he can send it to her.
