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Adelaide – The Australian record for computer gamers is set to be broken, in the largest event of its kind ever held here, furthering South Australia’s reputation as a being on the cutting edge of IT.

The Reloaded Festival 2008 will be held on January 26th-27th, 2008 and will be the biggest gaming event held in Australian History, and the largest LAN event ever held in the southern hemisphere.  Reloaded Festival 2008 features PC and console tournaments, anime displays and competitions, a digital art competition, tabletop war gaming and much more. 

The Reloaded Festival 2008 estimates attendance likely to be between 1200 -1500 persons, over a thousand of which will be attending the LAN events. A major feature of the Reloaded event will be its massive CounterStrike: Source competition. In 2008 we estimate more than 40 five man teams for this competition alone.
