The Local Area Network and Internet can be important and useful educational tools and state and federal education directives now require access to computer technology and the Internet.  Shoshone School District #312 will provide appropriate supervision and educationally recognized safeguards for students using the World Wide Web.


However – We, the above signed understand that:

1. Use of the Network/Internet is voluntary.

2. Because the world-wide origin and content of the Internet is not subject to district control it may contain information and/or access to materials and activities that individual students and/or their parents (guardians) may find objectionable.

3. LAN based e-mail will not be available to students.

4. Tampering with technology equipment in any way is a violation of district policy and state and federal law.

We therefore agree:

1. Students will access the network or Internet only with their own access code.

2. Students will not exchange or ask to exchange access codes with any other student.

3. Students will use the network or Internet only for specific class content purposes.

4. Students will not conduct personal correspondence via Internet based e-mail using district equipment during school hours.

5. Any illegal or inappropriate use of the Internet will be the sole responsibility of the student and his/her parent/guardian.

6. Willful violation of district policy and/or state and federal law can result in:

a. Notification of parents.

b. Loss of network and/or Internet privileges

c. Restricted use of district technology equipment

d. School suspension

e. Expulsion

f. Notification of appropriate law enforcement agencies

7. Failure to sign a use contract will result in no access to the network or Internet 

Technology and any attempt to use the system with another student’s 

Code will result in disciplinary action as outlined.

Shoshone School District 

Network/Internet Use Policy

Adopted May 1998

Terms and Conditions:
1. Acceptable Use – The use of the school district network and Internet is voluntary, but must be in support of education and research and consistent with the goals and educational objectives of Shoshone School District.  Transmission of any material in violation of U. S. or State Code or School District regulations is prohibited.  This includes but is not limited to copyrighted material, threatening or obscene material or material protected by trade secret.  Use for commercial activities is generally prohibited.  Use for product advertisement or political lobbying is also prohibited.

2. Privileges

The use of the network and Internet is a privilege, not a right and inappropriate use will result in a cancellation of the privilege, or other disciplinary procedures as provided by district policy.  The system administrators will determine what is inappropriate use and their decision is final.

3. Network Etiquette
Users will abide by the generally accepted rules of network/Internet etiquette.  These include, but are not limited to the following.

a. Be polite.

b. Use appropriate language.  Do not swear, use abusive language, vulgarities or any other inappropriate language.

c. Illegal activities are strictly prohibited. (i.e. gambling, transmitting or receiving pornographic material, defrauding anyone, etc.)

d. Do not reveal anyone’s personal access codes, addresses, or phone numbers.

e. Do not use the network to disrupt the use of the network. 

f.  All communication and information available via the network must be assumed to be private property.  Do not pass it on or use it without specific written permission or proper documentation.

Note:  Electronic mail (e-mail) is not private.  People who operate the system have access to all mail.  Messages relating to or in support of illegal activities may be reported to the authorities.

4. Warranties

Shoshone School District has no direct control over the content of Internet materials and makes no warranties of any kind, neither expressed nor implied, for the service provided.  Shoshone School District will not be responsible for any damages.  This includes, but is not limited to: loss of data resulting from delays, non-deliveries, mis-deliveries, or service interruptions, user negligence or errors and omissions.  Use of any information obtained via the Internet is at the user’s risk.  Fees or costs incurred for accessing, downloading or using information are the responsibility of the user, not the school district.  Shoshone School District specifically denies any responsibility for the accuracy or quality of information obtained through Internet services.

5.  Security

Security of the computer system is a high priority.  No one may use another individual’s account.  Attempts to logon to the network as a system administrator will result in cancellation of user privileges.  Anyone who finds a weakness or breach of security must report it to the administrator.  Do not demonstrate the weakness to anyone else.  Any person identified as a security risk or having a history of creating problems with computer systems may be denied access to the network/Internet.

6.  Vandalism

Vandalism will result in cancellation of privileges or other disciplinary procedures as provided by district policy.  Vandalism is any malicious attempt to harm, alter or destroy data or equipment.  This includes, but is not limited to: the uploading or creation of computer viruses, altering operating systems or tampering with computer files.
