  1 CONC family could join him.  He had married Tymandra Barnett,from a family who 


  1 CONC was considered very prestigious in Virginia.  The Barnetts did not care 


  1 CONC for George to begin with, then absolutely hated him when he freed his 


  1 CONC slaves, but when he took their daughter to Ohio, then to Iowa, they 


  1 CONC really got ticked off.  Shortly after arriving in Eddyville, Iowa, 


  1 CONC Tymandra and her infant child died in a measles epidemic.  George carved 


  1 CONC out a walnut tree log and put Tymandra and baby in it and buried it on 


  1 CONC the banks of the Des Moines River in Eddyville.  Tymandra's brother heard 


  1 CONC about it, came from Virginia, dug the walnut coffin up and re-buried it 


  1 CONC in the Highland Cemetery in Eddyville.  Then he went back to Virginia and 


  1 CONC brought his parents to Eddyville, where they continued the Besco/Barnett 


  1 CONC fued for decades.  Tymandra is not buried in the Besco plot at Highlands,
