Dear Parent/Guardian

My name is Jared Boscareno, and your child, __________________________________, is enrolled in my Advanced Placement Human Geography class.  I am writing to present the list of requirements set down by Jefferson Parish for all Advanced Placement courses in Social Studies for the 2009-2010 school year.  If any student fails to complete any of these assignments, he or she will become ineligible to receive AP/Honors credit.

Beyond successful completion of daily assignments, all Advanced Placement students will be required to:

1) read and analyze at least one supplemental book each nine weeks; and

2) participate in competitive activities; and

3) write a research paper, complete a physical display, and make one oral presentation on a social studies topic at competition level.

Information concerning the specific procedures involved in the completion of these additional obligations will be distributed as handouts and/or posted on my class website (www.geocities.com/jbosca1) once they are assigned with firm deadlines.

Students will also find themselves in breach of eligibility if they are unable to maintain a passing grade during either of the two nine week periods of a given semester.  If any AP student should receive a report card grade of “F” for the first quarter, school counselors will be instructed to revoke AP/Honors credit for the violating students.  Despite the forfeiture of AP/Honors credit, the student will remain enrolled in Human Geography and can still receive regular credit by passing the course.  Permission will not be granted to leave the course before the end of the semester.

Finally, AP Human Geography is designed as a college course by the AP College Board, and as such, students taking AP classes can obtain college credit.  In order to receive AP college credit, your student must take and pass the AP Human Geography Test in Spring 2010.  More information will be distributed later for interested students, but please note that the student is responsible for any registration fees involved in taking the AP Test.  If your student chooses not to take the AP Test, he or she can still receive honors credit for Human Geography, but will forfeit the right to receive AP distinction on his or her transcripts.
