Excerpts from some of Luke’s e-mails (there are actually many more):

From April 2005:

I ripped a solo using the new tremolo and it’s killer. It’s a great piece mate. Thanks for giving me a go at it. Much more to come.

“Fuck yeah! I would LOVE to, but also I would like to get another on one of mine, if that’s cool. I want to get one more on another guitar with the Sustainer in it. I can’t imagine the weird shit I could with that combo. Vai has probably beat me to it. I am trying to get it on record FIRST!” “I will also mention it in the guitar press if that would help. Is this possible? How much time does it take? How much $$ does it cost? hahaha

I will make sure all the right people see it and dig it. I think you got something here. All that hard work just may pay off, but like ALL good things in life...it takes time. Like I said, the next time I talk to Sterling I will hip him to it.

Thanks again bro.

I WILL put a special credit on our new record as I have already done a few solos and stuff with it. This is gratis and cause I wanna help you guys. Gotta start somewhere. Please REMIND me, as I don’t wanna space out. I do that sometimes. Hahaha

After changing out more “rounded” saddles and shorter rear arm...from January 2006:

“MUCH better, and it stays in such great tune as well! 

Thanks a lot for the effort. I appreciate it. Like I said, I gave you credit on the new Toto CD and you can hear it at work on a track called "Hooked" in the solo section. I am sure after living with it for awhile I will find more.
