Like me, you must be curious when the patent will issue for the Tremol-no. 

Actually, I was much more curious (being somewhat of a patent nerd) how it would even possible to get a patent for something that wasn’t new. I had seen this (or a very similar) previously patented device here:

A little searching (fairly easy to do when you have been through this process yourself and know the separate locations to search for Issued patents and published patent applications) and I found my answer. You can’t (or at least you shouldn’t be able to if there is any justice in this system). You can spend lots of money, years of your time trying real hard arguing technical and legal technicalities or trying to find loopholes. In the end, you’ll have to settle for the remaining bits of “improvements” beyond what has been previously patented.

And, for those of us who have gone through the whole process, we wonder why we went through all the painstaking and expensive steps when there are those that haven’t that simply claim they did. http://www.tremol-no.com/forums/showthread.php?t=152
