	What kinds of syllables exist?
	· Open: CV

· Closed: CVC, CDC, or CVFC

· [C=Consonant, V=Vowel, D=Diphthong, F=Furtive Pathach]

· Never start syllable with vowel (one exception: conjunction וּ)

	What is חַ  or  עַ 
at the end of a word?
	· It is a Furtive Pathach, which is pronounced before the consonant, so that the consonant closes the syllable. CVFC.

· The Furtive Pathach disappears when add a suffix to the word.

	What is the most common Hebrew diphthong?
	·  ַ֫יִ
· It is followed by a consonant that closes the syllable.

	What is א without a vowel?
	· It is silent (“quiescent”), and is ignored during syllabification.

	Name the syllables:
	· Tonic, Pretonic, Propretonic.

· Distant syllables = all syllables to the right of the Pretonic

· Ultima, Penultima, Antepenultima.

	How does one identify a Dagesh?
	· Gutturals and Resh can’t take a Dagesh.
