 About the Program:

· Our emphasis during the structured program is on doctrinal instruction and reflection.

· Our program includes adult lectures and discussions, and a fully planned children's program.

· Youth are grouped by age, and their program runs concurrently with the adult program. Sessions include discussions centered around stories from the Word, projects, and other activities. We also provide a pre-school and nursery. 

· We have family worship two times a day, morning and evening.

· There is ample unscheduled time in the afternoons to allow for swimming, sports, games, hiking, spontaneous group discussions, etc. There are evening programs for everyone. In the past these have included: campfire singing, relay races, a talent show, square dancing or even a live band.

· There is an opportunity for adults to partake of the Holy Supper.

At a traffic light in Laurelville turn north on PA Route 982. Travel 3/4 of a mile to intersection, turn right and drive one half mile; watch for signs for Route 31 and 982.
