Dear Parents,


The time has finally come for our eighth graders to experience the thrill of physics in action.  On Monday, June 3rd, 2002 the eighth grade will be going on a science field trip to Six Flags Great Adventures.  


For the remainder of the year the students will be learning Physics.  Students will study mechanics and practice calculating different factors such as velocity and acceleration.  We make this trip in order to make Physics come alive for students and to demonstrate the application of abstract concepts.  During the field trip the students will be using simple devices to take measurements while on rides.  The students will then use these measurements to calculate different variables.  The lab packet for this field trip is intensive and a significant part of the student’s lab grade.  After the trip we will continue to learn about physics as it related to our observations on the roller coasters.  Thus due to the significance of this trip, I look forward to each student’s full cooperation and participation.


The students will be carefully monitored during the trip.  Students are placed into groups of 7-8 based on their willingness to ride different coasters.  Students will stay with their chaperone at all times; and, if a student decides not to ride an attraction, the chaperone will wait with the student at the bottom of the ride.  No student is asked to ride anything that makes him or her uncomfortable.


Buses will be provided between SSDS and the theme park.  Students must be at school for 7:45 a.m. sharp; prayers will take place on the bus.  Students may not buy food at the park, so please provide a sack lunch and snacks for the ride home.  We expect to return to SSDS by 5:30 p.m., so please arrange carpools ahead of time.  Students should only bring a couple of dollars for an emergency or a drink during the day.


I am looking for chaperones to help make this day a reality (I promise you won’t be upside down unless you want to be).  I have a limited number of spots, so please get in touch with me as ASAP.
