The policies for our classroom…

Watch Your Mouth- Students will exhibit courtesy and respect toward all other persons at all times. Hateful comments concerning race, gender, sexuality, political views, appearance, or of any other type will not be tolerated; this applies to serious as well as "joking" comments and the phrase “shut up” is not tolerated. 

Keep Your Hands and Belongings to Yourself- Physical contact of any kind is not permitted. Violation of this simple rule will be punished by the most severe consequences possible. This also means that nothing will go airborne in class at any time. This includes pens, paper, and other students. 

Stay in Your Seat- Do not walk around during class unless directed to do so. Have everything you need ready before class begins. 

Leave the Food at Home- Students may not eat or drink in the classroom. This includes gum and candy. Closable containers of water are permitted. 

I Need to See Your Eyes- Students may not sleep in class. To prevent this, students' eyes must be open and visible to the instructor at all times. 

If you choose to break a rule…
Punishments will always fit the crime. Of course there are behaviors that will warrant an Administrator’s referral immediately. Examples of this include gross insubordination or violent behavior. Behaviors that are less severe, but in violation of the basic rules of the class will be dealt with in the manner described below. This format is in no way all inclusive and is subject to change: 

1st Incident -- Warning and name on board
2nd Incident -- 30-minute detention and check next to name
3rd Incident -- 60-minute detention, phone call home, and second check
4th Incident – Administrator’s referral and phone call home
Warnings carry over for the entire week. Name and checks will be erased on Fridays. However, continued violations will be noted and dealt with appropriately.

All detentions will be served the day after the detention was assigned. Detentions can be served before or after school. One day notice will always be given. Detentions that are missed will result in the next highest consequence.

The following are the safety procedures for our classroom…

	Listen to all directions, either oral or written, the first time and follow them exactly.

	2.
	No unauthorized experiments.

	3.
	No horseplay, practical jokes, disruptive actions, misuse of equipment or supplies, or safety violations. 

	4.
	No theft of equipment or chemicals. 

	5.
	Stay with your assigned group unless otherwise noted.

	6. 
	Carefully and Safely use equipment and supplies.

	7.
	Report immediately to Mrs. Regelski any safety violations or breakage of equipment.  Students are financially responsible for all damaged equipment. 

	8.
	Complete cooperation during creek excursions or other fieldtrips.

a)  my removal from the activity with a grade of zero (first of minor infractions)

b)  my removal from the course with a grade of F (repeated or major infractions)
