This contact guarantees a live foal sired by CX Poco Grande 4444  in which the foal must stand and nurse.  The mare owner is entitled to a re-breed for the next breeding season in the event the mare does not produce a live foal.  The mare owner must notify the stallion owners within 2 days of the loss of the foal.  In the event the mare that is bred becomes deceased, the stallion owners agree to provide another breeding to a mare owned by the mare owners. All re-breeds are subject to booking fee, mare care and miscellaneous expenses.  
Mare requirements

All mares must be halter broke.  All mares must be accompanied by a negative Coggins (EIA) report and clean health certificate upon arrival to the farm.  The stallion owners reserve the right to decline any mare who does not meet the minimal requirements.

Fees are as follows:

Stud fee 

$400, which includes booking fee of $100

$100 is due prior to the service of the mare

$300 is due after stallion service

Please note:  CX Poco Grande 4444 will stand to a limited number of outside mares for the 2005 breeding season.  Those who pay their booking fee in advance reserve a breeding for their mare first.

Mare care

Stalled –

$8.00/day for first 7 days for each mare

$10.00/day for first 7 days for each mare with foal

$10.00/day for each day over 7 days for each mare

$12.00/day for each day over 7 days for each mare with foal

Pastured -

$15/week for each mare

$20/week for each mare with foal

Mare owners who have their mares pastured agree to pay for each week that their mare is at SP8 Quarter Horses, even if the mare is not at the farm for that full week.

Unless otherwise noted on this contract, mares will be pastured.

Any special handling or feeding requirements for each mare must be noted at the bottom of this contract.  Any special supplements or feed must be provided by the mare owner.

Miscellaneous Expenses

The mare owner will pay any veterinary expenses that arise while mare is in our care.  This includes expenses for illness or injury.  Mare owner will be notified in the event of any injury or illness.
All expenses are to be paid prior to the mare leaving the farm, unless prior arrangements have been made and agreed upon by Mike or Julie Speight.

Payment method

Check, money orders or cashiers checks are the only approved method of payment.

Breeding Options

Mares may either be pasture or hand bred.  The mare owner can select their preferred breeding method on the top of the Breeding Contract.  If the breeding method is not listed, the mare will be hand-bred.

Each mare that is hand-bred will be bred one time daily during her heat cycle.  For pasture bred mares, the dates of the mare’s cycle and confirmed stallion mounting will be documented for the mare owner’s records.

Breeding Certificates

SP8 Quarter Horses will file breeding certificates by November 30 of the breeding year for each mare bred by CX Poco Grande 4444.   Certificates will be mailed to each mare owner by February of the proceeding year.  

Breeding certificates will not be filed for any mare owners who owe SP8 Quarter Horses any unsettled debts prior to November 30.  Mare owners with debts settled after the November 30 deadline will be charged an additional $10 to file the breeding certificate.

Waiver of Liability
It is understood that the stallion owner shall not be liable for injury, escape, disability or death of any horse on the premises during the breeding season.  The above named mare owner, whose horse(s) are under the care of the stallion owner, shall not be liable for any damages or injuries which may occur while the mare is on the farm.
