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     Torrin (toRin) is a constructed language created for the purpose of enjoyment. Torrin started out as being a logical language, but the overwhelming amount of detail that creating such a language would entail turned me its current form.


Not being a fictional language (no history or Grande story behind it), Torrin has little to do with what would have been applied to the many of natural languages. There are no permutations of words that have occurred over time. 


Having tried to stay away from creating an "elaborate cipher for English," Torrin has a significantly different grammatical structure. VSO is not commonly used in many languages, but makes a logical kind of sense to me that reminded me of computer languages: str_replace("j","J",$data)


To avoid the use of standard roman characters in Torrin, a new script was created. It is a bi-level script with the consonants written on the top, and vowels on the bottom. This will hopefully provide an easy spelling/reading/writing environment. The numeric system is also highly structured. With just one vowel and one consonant, a number as large as 9*10^13 (hú) can be portrayed.


Noun and verb construction also played a big role on how the syntax would work throughout the language. Nouns with a modifier can give you stative verbs, for instance "the tree is green" could turn into "green(ing) tree" thereby ridding the sentence of, in my opinion, the bothersome verb "is."


Much of the Morphology section was made possible by the Universal Language Dictionary. While all the Torrin words are not based on any current language, some of the idea concepts behind the roots may inherit those ideas.
