How to use Javadoc (for Windows computers):

1.
Javadoc.exe is a utility, which comes with Java SDK. This means that if you can compile java source code on a particular machine, you should be able to find javadoc.exe somewhere in that machine. 

2.
Either by searching the hard disk, or by knowing the Java installation path, let’s assume you find your javadoc.exe at “D:\abcd\java\bin\javadoc.exe”. (In the 2170 Lab computers its: “C:\j2sdk1.4.2_02\bin”).

3. Open a DOS command window by going to Start >> Run >> cmd

4. In the DOS command Type in 

set PATH=%PATH%;d:\abcd\java\bin\

Replace d:\abcd\java\bin\ with your own javadoc.exe path. This will allow you to run javadoc.exe in any directory in your system. 

4.
Go to your project home directory, Type in 

javadoc.exe *.java

You will index.html and other generated html files. These will be your javadoc files. The best file to include with your lab report is overview-tree.html, since it is a concise way of listing (and showing the relationships between) all your classes.
5.
You can also run javadoc.exe without any arguments, which will give you a guide on how to use javadoc.exe.
