Welcome to Computer class!  I am your child’s computer teacher, Mrs. Berger.  This is my third year teaching computers and I’m exciting to meet all of you and your children!  This newsletter is to give you a brief introduction to the class and to give you some important dates for the beginning of the school year.  

Dates To Remember


Grades K-2
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Kindergarteners through 2nd graders visit the computer lab twice a week for 30 minutes each.  We start out learning about the parts of the computer, and how everything works.  We then learn how to put in a CD, and start playing educational 
software.  Throughout the year, we will also learn some basic word processing and illustrate some short stories.

Grades 3 & 4
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Third and fourth graders come to the computer lab twice a week for 45 minutes each.  In 3rd grade, we start keyboarding, emphasizing proper fingering and technique.  In 4th grade, we practice those skills and increase our keyboarding speed and accuracy.  These grades also often do internet research for their class, and they learn what a search engine is and how to maneuver around the internet.

Grades 5-8
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For grades 5-8, Computers is a required elective.  They can choose to take it one quarter for the whole year, or all 4 quarters.  However, they must complete the requirements of the class by the time they graduate 8th grade.  We continue practicing our keyboarding skills, and learn and develop skills in Microsoft Word, PowerPoint and Excel.  The students each work at their own pace through the class, and are given assistance as necessary.

Keyboarding Practice
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For our keyboarding practice, we use a program called “All The Right Type”.  It is very difficult to find in stores, but because we own a network license, we can order the software from the manufacturer.
