The Aetna Foundation gives grants for creative programs that link families, communities, and schools to raise the educational aspirations and achievements of "at-risk" students.

AT&T Foundation

The AT&T Foundation provides grants to educational programs that use technology to enhance teaching and learning.

Bell South Foundation

The sole purpose of the Bell South Foundation is to improve the quality of education in the Southeast. Programs in Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina, and Tennessee are eligible for funds.

Ben and Jerry's Foundation

Grants of up to $15,000 are given to grass-roots projects that will lead to societal, institutional, or environmental changes and will empower groups who have traditionally been disenfranchised.

Cisco Systems--Virtual Schoolhouse Grant

Cisco Systems provides one-time awards of approximately $10,000 in Internet products, services, and training to K-12 schools for curriculum-based Internet connections.

Verizon Foundation

Verizon provides a variety of awards that include both cash donations and access to equipment and non-cash resources. Applicants' needs should focus on literacy, workforce development or community technology development.

Hewlett-Packard

K-12 educational grants are the primary focus of HP's national grants. Programs focusing on math and science education and programs that attract women and minorities to technical careers are emphasized.

IBM

IBM's Reinventing Education grant program is a $35 million initiative designed to spur change in the nation's public schools. The program has been expanded internationally.

NEC

NEC gives grants for science and technology education, principally at the secondary level, although elementary programs are funded as well.

Pew Charitable Trusts

Grants are given to K-12 schools for programs that focus on reforming the educational system, working to improve student performance, raising standards, and improving the quality of teaching and learning at all levels. Grants are generally between $50,000 and $250,000.

Sprint

The Sprint Foundation gives grants to programs that promote public school renewal and reform, use new technologies, and recognize excellence in teaching. Approximately $5.5 million in grants is given each year.

Whirlpool Foundation

The Whirlpool Foundation funds school-based training/re-training programs, particularly those that focus on math, science, and technology.
