Ministry Updates

The youth group is doing some exciting things.  We completed the 30-hour famine and raised $152 for starving children.  Thanks to some special matching funds this amount will be quadrupled so that over $600 will go to feed hungry children.  The 30-hour famine is an event coordinated each year by World Vision.  There were 3 youth and 2 adults who went the entire 30 hours without food on a juice and water fast.  It was a good experience for us both spiritually and physically as we got to experience firsthand the discomforts of hunger.  This month we hosted a college BCM mission group from Arkansas Tech University.  The students were on their way to Bismarck for the DiscipleNow weekend there.  They handled the youth service at the church on March 17 and another group went to do a worship service for the college group at the School of Mines here in Rapid City.

Amelia is scaling back some of her duties this month with the preschool department awaiting the birth of our third child.  The fundraiser went very well with the youth and preschool departments raising about $100 each.  Continue praying for her in her new responsibilities, which include lining up childcare workers for the nursery, and running the preschool TeamKid on Wednesday nights.  

The church now has a certificate of occupancy for our entire building.  Continue to pray for us as we are looking to get a mortgage with enough money to remodel the old sanctuary into new classrooms and office space.  God has certainly continued to bless.  We are exploring new opportunities for ministry, including a teen Bible study at the public library and a possible Saturday night worship service at the church.  God is doing a lot of great things here in South Dakota.
