GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS:

The Connecticut Junior Republic (C.J.R.) is an alternative residential school that serves conduct disordered, adjudicated male youth from various local educational agencies throughout the state; most of whom require special education services and are diagnosed with specific learning disabilities, serious emotional disabilities, and/or other health impairments. However, several students do not require formal special education services. Given our students’ previous problematic behavior in the public academic setting, many demonstrate significant deficiencies in their intellectual achievement. It is incumbent upon the Connecticut Junior Republic staff to address these negative behaviors and teach the students the appropriate manner in which to conduct themselves in an educational and workplace setting while concurrently assisting them to become more proficient in their given grade levels.
Students are grouped heterogeneous classes. Each student learns at his own pace, possesses different levels of previous knowledge, reads, writes, and is competent in mathematics at various skill levels. The modes of instruction and the methods of assessment are different for the individual student as deemed appropriate by the student’s Individualized  Educational  Plan (IEP). The ability for the instructor to engage in differentiated  instruction is an integral component to the educational programming  and success for the students in our charge.

 ENTRY COMPETENCIES:
   The students at C.J.R. are able to:

· 1. Access the information in ALLDATA.
· 2. Retrieve information on the computer, using the Internet and DVD’s.
· 3. Create work orders and invoices.
· 4. Retrieve Technical Service Bulletins within the ALLDATA software.
· 5. Retrieve service and repair information within the ALLDATA software.
· 6. Look up service intervals and print the necessary information.
· 7. Retrieve trouble codes from a vehicles computer using a scan tool.
     LEARNING STYLES:
· The students learning styles vary depending on their previous education levels, but the majorities enjoy and learn better with hands on. Students enjoy retrieving repair information on the computer versus repair manuals.
      STATE OBJECTIVES 
      The objectives are as follows:
· Given a particular year, make, and model, the students will be able to access repair information using ALLDATA. They will be able to find the proper information with 80% accuracy.

· Given a particular year, make, and model, students will be able to produce a work order using ALLDATA with 80% accuracy.

· Given a particular year, make, and model, students will be able to produce an invoice using ALLDATA with 75% accuracy.

· Given a particular year, make, and model, students will be able to look up parts and labor using ALLDATA for particular repairs with 75% accuracy.
· The students will be able to use an OTC scanner and retrieve Trouble Codes with 75% accuracy.

· Given a particular year, make, and model, students will be able to access Technical Service Bulletins using ALLDATA with 75% accuracy. 

· Given a particular year, make, and model, students will be able to look up in ALLDATA wiring diagrams and vacuum diagrams with 75% accuracy.
· Given a particular year, make, and model, students will be able to run diagnostics on particular component failures by using ALLDATA with 70% accuracy.
    Select METHODS, MEDIA, and MATERIALS
· The teacher will use whole group instruction as well as cooperative grouping to teach classes. The teacher will use printed materials (textbooks, and books) for the classroom from the class library, and materials found on the internet based around ALLDATA and other automotive software companies. Our type of student works better with this type of material and in a group environment.
· Printed materials from the ALLDATA program to trace circuits and to list possible component failures that would make a system not work.

      UTILIZE MEDIA and MATERIALS

· Preview the materials:
    The teacher will preview the software, books, and internet sites used in the lessons before introducing them to the students.
·   Prepare the materials:
     The teacher will prepare handouts form the ALLDATA program and website to introduce the lesson. The teacher will create multiple copies on the copier machine.
· Prepare the environment:
      The teacher will arrange the room to have two equal groups of students so that each group can see the computers monitors and blackboard. When presentations are made by the teacher or students everyone will be able to see with no problem.
· Prepare the learner:

      The teacher will review the objectives of the lesson plan verbally and also Zerox copies will be handed out to the students. Students will be given an opportunity to ask questions about the lessons and activities.
· Provide the learning experience:
       The teacher will make sure that all the students understand what’s expected of  them. The teacher will guide students through each phase of the lesson.
       REQUIRED LEARNER PARTICIPATION

·              Large group activities

Students will need to ask questions at anytime that they don’t understand a task or lesson. Students will be required to participate in class discussions.
·               Small group activities

 Students will review books as well as web sites on ALLDATA as well as other automotive software companies i.e. Mitchell 1 etc. 

Each group will choose one student to take notes and a student to make sure his peers stay on task. They will need to access the internet to gather information. The teacher will be observing  the groups to evaluate their progress.  

           EVALUATE AND REVISE

· Assessment of learner achievement
Students will be evaluated on the following:

·                Organization (20 points)
Is the presentation well laid out to flow nicely?

Did the whole class participate in the gathering of information?
·               Presentation (60 points)
Did the students create a cover page?

Did the students cover all the objectives in their presentation?

Did students explain all the information used in their project?

Did the students hand out copies of their project to each student?

Did the group use proper grammar?

Did the students have good spelling in their project?
·                 Interpretation (20 points)

 Did the group understand all the material presented?

 Did the group make sure that everyone could see the presentation?

 Did the group explain their topic clearly?

· Evaluation of  Media and Methods

  The teacher will converse with each group during the entire learning process to make sure that the media and methods are effective for all students involved. 

  Students will be given an opportunity to converse quietly or with notes with the teacher if they are having trouble understanding any of the presented materials. 
  The teacher will also allow time after each presentation to have students voice their opinions on the presented material and offer ideas on how to make it more effective.

·  Evaluation of overall instruction

The students and teacher create an evaluation form of learner achievement, media, and methods at the beginning of the lesson. At the end of each presentation the teacher will collect the evaluation forms and critique the information and make changes if the students and teacher both agree.
