	Collected information come from unidentified Internet sources; some information is inappropriate and/or inaccurate; reliance on unreliable internet sites.
	Material collection is haphazard; student answers question(s) partially; does not attempt to make judgement or evaluation; information is inappropriate or inaccurate.

	Produces Product Connected to Assignment
	Product clearly and coherently presents information, product is clearly related to task; information is accurate, organized and polished; There is evidence of reflection, evaluation, and persistence.
	Product produced is accurate, attractive and organized. There is little reflection and evaluation of the materials by students; product is similar to other products that have been produced.
	Product lists various artists’ works; material is disorganized and unattractive; product is not clearly connected to the question.

	Creativity
	Student generates multiple approaches of looking at the problem; reflects on the uniqueness of each artist. Discusses different approaches; product is unique and has clearly stretched the group's thinking.
	Student demonstrates one clear approach to understanding the artist; compares paintings but does not draw conclusion.
	Student copies and pastes from the Internet without discrimination; product demonstrates little connection to the question; product does not show reflection or evaluation.
