Address Spoofing a Problem for E-Mail Users, From May Issue of Capitol Connections

     We have had many questions, complaints, and concerns regarding E-mail address spoofing: E-mail spoofing is the forgery of an e-mail header so that the message appears to have originated from someone or somewhere other than the actual source. For example, you might receive an E-mail that looks like it is sent from another user at the State, or even from yourself, but it wasn’t.

     Sometimes you'll receive an “undeliverable” message for a message you didn't send. Or someone will send you a reply to a message you didn't send.
	     This happens when your address has been spoofed (forged). E-mail address spoofing is easy.

     Many of the new viruses are propagated via E-mail address spoofing. The virus infects a machine and installs a gateway with a "send mail" program. Then, rather than sending the virus to all the users in the contact list, it sends the virus FROM all the users in the contact list. 

     That's why some of us are getting undeliverable messages and replies to messages we didn't send. Unfortunately, there's not much we can do to prevent E-mail address spoofing.

     If the recipient looks at the header record of the message, it
