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Jerry Lynn interview part 3 October 20, 2007

R- First of all I want to know what that tattoo is on your leg.

J- It's a bull.  A mean bull.

R- How long did it take you to get it?

J- It was one hour.

R- Were you drunk?

J- NO!  Actually, they don't want you drinking.

R- (laughing) I know they don't.  I was just thinking it would be painful.

R- I was wondering what other kinds of music you listen to besides metal.

J- Oh a little bit of everything.  Blues…just a little bit of everything.

R- Would you consider sharing some old family pictures?

J- Oh sure.

R- I would like to put this on my website.

J- Ok, that's fine.

R- Ok, do you have any plans for a website now?

J- I don't know, I'm just busy all the time.

R- Well you don't have to do anything with it but would you consider it?

J- Yes I would because I'm horrible at self-promotion so I need someone to help me-

R- Well, ya  know…..

J- I knooooww.  (I was laughing at him)  I can use all the help I can get.

R- Well that's why I'm out there doing it for ya.

J- Ok.

R- Well we can talk about that later (and I  plan  on it. ()

R- Is there anything that you did when you were younger that you would not allow your kids to do today?

J- Yeah, become a wrestler.  (We laughed)

R- Oh c'mon that's not fair.  Nobody kept you from it when you were younger.

J- Oh, when I was young.

R- Yeah, you wrestled when you were young.

J- Well no, not really (about not doing anything he wouldn't let his kids do)

R- Ok, you probably didn't do anything that was terrible when you were younger.

J- (He had to think a few seconds)  Throw rocks.  I got in trouble for throwing rocks.

R- (laughing) You threw rocks?  I can't picture that.

J- Yeah I was mad at one of my friends and I threw a rock and nailed him square in the head and he had to go to the hospital and get stitches and I got in big trouble for that, so that's probably it.

R- Well everyone has something in their past that they wish they hadn't done.

J- Yeah.

R- Can we do a little word association?

J- Sure.

R- I was thinking abut your parents.

J- My parents?  (long pause so I asked if he wanted to go on) Usually word association is about people I work with.

R- Ok, let’s see.  Who do you work with?  Ok, how about the guy that ripped your sweats off a couple of months ago?

J- OH!  He's intimidating. (Skullcrusher)

R- Yeah he could take you out.

J- Yeah!  He's looking at you with that mean look and you're like oh boy, I'm in trouble.

R- OH!  Who was that guy that took you out at the end of your match (that night) I've never seen him.  He was beastly.

J- He hadn't been here for like a year because he was under a developmental deal with WWE and they let him go.

R- Who is he?

J- Keith Walker.

R- Then there was another guy, I think they said he was from Ireland??  He almost took out the whole row that I was in.  He was a big guy and he literally picked up the guy he was wrestling and threw him at the three guys that were sitting right next to me.

J- Boz, yeah I don't think he knows his own strength.

R- I thought he did it on purpose because I could see it in his eyes-

J- I'm sure he did.

R- The guy beside me ended up on the floor behind me with his feet through the legs of my chair and he almost broke your cookies.

J- Oh now there'd be trouble then!  (more laughing)

R- Those guys were hurting.

R-(back to word association)  How about work ethic?

J- Work ethic?  I've always worked hard at every job I've had whether it be laying telephone cable or whatever job I've had, I've always worked hard because I've worked with a lot of people who spend more time trying to find ways not to work.  Well that'd be the longest 8 hours of my life.

R- Ok, how about fans.

J- Fans?

R- Yeah, your fans.

J- My fans?  They're great.  I'm just very fortunate and appreciate them and I'm glad that they still enjoy watching me wrestle.

R- Even though they say you suck?

J- Well they're supposed to if I'm a bad guy.

R- But I want to tell them to shut up!

J- NO, you're supposed to chant with them.

R- What would you do if I did?  That'd be ok with you?

J- Yeah.

R- Oh boy I don't think I could.

R- Ok, is there anything else you would like to accomplish in life that you haven't yet?

J- It'd be nice to be financially secure (laughs) but I don't foresee that happening any time soon.  Is there anything else I'd like to accomplish in my lifetime?  I feel like I've lived three lifetimes already.

R- Well you don't seem like you're slowing down any.

J- I would like to sing one song on stage with a death metal band.

R- Any particular one.

J- No, just death metal and each one I've talked to has said that's good but then how do you get together to rehearse and all that good stuff?

R- So you sing, huh?

J- Well, no I wouldn't really be singing, it'd be like death metal/cookie monster vocals (I'm laughing too hard because I call him a cookie monster)

R- Well ya know that reminds me, I saw this action figure of you from ECW with a guitar.  What's that about?

J- I don't know. Everyone else had cool weapons like a garbage can or a chair and I get an electric guitar and I'm like what are you doing, playing a practical joke?

R- Lance Hoyt had a TV and he wanted to know what's that about.  I was thinking he could stand on it and say he was on TV.

J- Who was that?

R- Lance Hoyt?  (Slight pause)  You know, Mr. Bedroom eyes?

J- (Looked at me like I had three heads) I don't know him by that name.  (both laughed)

R- Ok, that's a girl reference, I guess.

J- Yeah.

R- Alright, well I hope you get to do that some day.  (about singing with a metal band)  That'd be cool.

R- What do you think are your best personal strengths or traits?

J- My best personal strengths? (pauses)  I try to get along with everybody.  I try not to give anyone a reason to hate me.  (laughs)  You can never have enough friends,

R- Does it ever bother you that fans still mark out for you?

J- Oh no.  That's what keeps you going and they show they still appreciate your work.

R- Well it keeps me coming down here yet, or going up north or out west…whatever.

R- When you were still working in TNA as a road agent and you weren't wrestling was it satisfying enough for you to wrestle on the road and not wrestle in TNA?

J- Oh yeah it was because I still wrestled weekends so I'd still get my fix.

R- I think you said this in an interview that to get past your frustrations that you'd go to metal concerts.  Is there anything else that you do?

J- Actually, working out is a good stress reliever and listening to my metal music.  That's pretty much how I relieve my stress.  If I haven't been in a gym in a few days I start to feel like I'm falling apart and I start getting cranky so going to the gym is a good stress reliever.

R- When do you go to the gym?  After you've had a show after you get home?

J- Usually it's in the evenings while I'm home and I try to go as many times as I can.

R- Are there any questions that you're tired of being asked?

J- I don't think so.  Maybe how old are you?  (laughing hard) No.

R- There were these two little boys who sat by me last month that I saw before the show and I said they should tell Jerry you're older than Ric Flair.  (now I'm laughing)

J- OH OUCH!

R- Ok, I wasn't going to bring this up but did you know that I wrote three vampire stories about you?

J- Pam (his wife) told me.

R- Oh yeah?

J- Yeah.

R- Any chance you'll read them anytime?

J- Oh, when I get some time probably.

R- Did you know that it's about a one-eyed vampire?

J- She said something about an eye patch or something.

R- Yeah.

J- Like a part pirate/part vampire?  (laughing and making like a pirate)

R- Not a pirate at all, it's all vampire.

J- Alright.

R- No, a swordsman as a matter of fact.

J- Ahh!

R- Its in 18th century France.

J- Ok.

R- One last question.  Is there anything you'd like to ask?

J- Anything I'd like to ask?

R- Yeah.  (Hesitates)  I'm putting you on the spot.  (I think it was on his mind all evening. lol.)

J- What kind of cookies did you make?

R- What kind were you hoping for?

J- Oatmeal-

R- You're kidding me!  (there was oatmeal in them)

J- With Butterscotch chips in them.

R- You're close.  (they were oatmeal/chocolate chip)

J- Ok, Oatmeal/Chocolate Chip is good.

R- Ok, I'll remember this but you gotta let me know if you want something different.

J- Ok.

R- Ok just drop me a note.

J- Alright.

R- That was it basically though I probably have a bazillion other questions that I'd like to ask you but I can't think of at the time.

J- Ah, next time we'll do it again.

R- Seriously?  (he is the nicest guy!!!)

J- Sure! (says with a smile and a black eye)

R- Ok well I'll just get them typed up and whipped off and I'll be ready.

J- Alright.

R- Well thank you, I really appreciate that.

J- Sure.
We didn’t get back together the next month because I couldn’t make it to the shows with the horrendous winter we had in WI.  100+ inches of snow shouldn’t have kept me away but for some reason it did.
